"I neither know nor can conjecture
anybody who could have committed the
murder," said "except somebody
who had an interest in ending the litiga-
tion between Mr. Burdic myself."

Late last night two women were
brought to the district attorney's office
to be questioned.

Their examination brought out nothing
new, however.

Still later the police found the weapon
with which was murdered. It Is
a steel-tippe- d golfer's putter. Where
they got it the officials refuse to say at
present.

was murdered at his home Thursday
night arrived here today Atlantic
City. The police found the hack-ma- n

who drove an as yet
man to within a few doors of the Burdick
residence about midnight on Thursday
night. They regard this as a valuable
clue. Another clue the hands of the
authorities is a tuft of hair which was
found on the person of Mr. Burdick. It
is not of his hair, but whether belonging
to a man or a woman, police do not
say.

In the rom which the murdered man
was found the police also found a paper
which had been sent to Mr. Burdick by
a Cleveland woman containing a story of
the granting of a divorce from hus-

band. The police learned that the wo-

man was in Cleveland Thursday night,
that her former husband is working

in New oYrk or some other eastern city.
It was learned today that Mr. Burdick,
whose business him on frequent trips
out of the city, knew he had been shad-
owed for some time when out of
