Dullness pervaded
both the grain and provision pits today
and wheat ruled easier, July closing?

There were no Important features in
trading In wheat, and the market was
dull the greater part of the session.
Opening prices were easier on lower ca-

bles and the moderately bearish construc-
tion placed on the government report,
July being to Uc lower, at 72HT2Uc
A little demand from the big operator
strengthened prices somewhat and July
sold up to 72?i722C, but later prices
again receded, the extreme dullness being
the chief bear factor. The absence of
outside business had a depressing influ-
ence throughout the session.

During the last hours a better demand
developed, due to a big decrease in the
world's visible supply, as shown by Brad-stree- t's

6,200,000 bushels for the week, to-

gether with the bullish Illinois crop-repo-

and the market became firmer. July
closed HQc lower, at 72&c Clearances
of wheat and flour were equal to 625,700
bushels. Primary receipts were 255,200

bushels, compared with 173,400 bushels a
year ago. Minneapolis and Duluth re-

ported receipts of 83 cars, which with
local receipts of S3 cars, one of contract
grade, made total receipts for the three
points of 166 cars, against 1S cars last
week and 123 cars a year ago.

Corn showed considerable strength, in
spite of the weakness In wheat, higher
cables and continued rains throughout the
west" having a strengthening influence at
the start, which was added to later by a
good cash demand.

September pork closed 7c
higher, at $1G.67,,; September lard, was
up 2c, at $9.00, and ribs were also up
