Boiled Salad Dressings.
"While these cannot be recommended as

perfectly wholesome, they And favor with
many people who have not acquired a
liking for the salad-oi- l dressings, or who
may fancy changes occasionally in salad
dressings as well as other culinary pre-

parations. Then, top, there are certain
salad combinations that seem to require
a dressing that partakes more of the
natuer of a sauce than the mayonnaise
of French dressing, for the namo salad
Is much more comprehensive than for-

merly.
As the summer salad season advances,

when the abundance of fresh fruit and
green vegetables makes it possible for the
salad lover to revel in this particular
class of dishes there arc some points in
reference to the making of boiled salad
dressings that may not be generally
known, that will bo very acceptable in-

formation to the housowlfe. Ono Item is
tho fact that a boiled salad dressing
may be made that will keep, if tightly
coveted and in a cold place, for at least
two weeks, in the hottest weather, and
who nmoderntoly seasoned and vinegar
added, it may be used for any kind of a
salad, by cither adding a little more vino-g- ar

and higher seasoning, or a little more
sugar, if served with a fruit salad.

A few easily made, dressings will give
an idea of tho variations which may be
made with dressings of this class.
A Good Home Made Dressing to Keep.

Place In a bowl three eggs, one table-spoonf-

each of sugar and oil or butter,
a teaspoonful of salt, one of mustard ami
one of celery salt. Beat these all together
until perfectly smooth and then wur in
gradually, beating constantly, a cup of
milk or cream sour makes the finest
dressing. Set this over a basin of boiling
water and beat in rapidly half a cup of
hot vinegar. Stir and cook until the con-

sistency of boiled custard. Remove from
the lire and when cold pour Into small
jars and cover tightly and place in a cold
place. When serving this with a salas
you can Increase the acidity by adding
a little hot vinegar or a fsw drops of
lemon Juice to the dressing, or bettor still,
marinate tho materials for tho solad with
a little oil or lemon Juloe. as this will
not thin the dressing so much.

This Is a nice boiled dressing that may

be made to serve with' fresh tomato salad.

Cream Dressing for Meat Salads.

salad. Beat two egga light, add n pinch
of salt, quarter of a toaspopn of mustardi
ono tablespoon Worcestershire sauce, and
a little celery salt. thn ttue tablexpoons
of vinegar and one of thick cream mixed
together. Cook the mixture until it begins
to thicken, then serve mixed with chopped
meat.

Club Dressing.
