Elkes tried to stop his machine, and in
doing so was thrown over the handle-

bars, turning a complete somersault, and

with his wheel rolled down the sleep em-

bankment directly in front of Sanson's
motor,- - which was manned by Gately.
'1 he heavy motor struck Elkes, throwing
Gately and the machine completely ever,

while Stinson. who was following, crashed
into the wreck. At the time of the acci-

dent Elkes was Sveli in the lead, having
made a new world's record for the five,

tf-- and fifteen miles. The injured men

were picked up and sent to the. hospital,
Elkes dying on the way.

The track is five lays to the mile 'and
the pincipal attraction this afternoon
was the twenty-mil- e paced raco between
Elkes, Stinson. AValthour and Moran.

The track attendants rushed to Elkes
and found him uncinscious with a terrible
gash in his head. Stinson vras cut quite
eevcrely about the head, and while Gate-lyXfo- ot

was split open by the motor the
big toe of the right foot being nearly
amputated.

The men were removed from the track
and placed in ambulances to be sent to
the Cambridge hospital, but Elkes died

before the vehicle in which he was placed
was-o- ut of the grounds.

The race was continued by Walthour
and Moran, the former winning, complet-
ing the twenty miles in 26 minutes 25 3

seconds.
Elkes has bean the most prominent bi7.

cyclist in this country for years. He has
raced both in America and abroad. He
returned from Europe only a few weeks
ngo and was entered in the circuit races,
representing the track at Philadelphia.

TO BUILD SOUTHEAST ROAD

Mpeting Will be Held Tuesday
Eve. in Council Chamber

The committee appointed at the mass,
meeting, a week ago have returned from
their trip to Winfieid and have, called a
mass meeting for n next Tuesday evening
In the council chamber, when they will

make a report of their conference with
the Wlnfleld people who have organized
a railroad .company and wjll build to the
coal fields of the Osage natibn.

The committee spent all one day In Win--"
field. They were treated royally and dis-

cussed the various phases of the railroad
proposition from every point. As a result
of that conference the Winfieid people
announced that they would
.with Wichita In all matters relating to
building this southeast line and that a
committee of citizens of that city would
be appointed early this week which, with
a similar committee to be appointed at
the. meeting Tuesday night, will go to
St. Louis to talk with Major Wambaugh
about building the line. There have been
a number of reports circulated that Ma- -,

jor Wambaugh and his associates did not"
have the capital to build the road, nnd the
committee from both points will carefully
Investigate the syndicate which he
claims to represent.

The Winfieid people are now at work
making a permanent survey of the line
from that city to Pawhuska, I. T.f and
have nearly completed the preliminary
arrangements for the road. It Is expected
that petitions will be circulated in the
townships through which the line will
pass to secure the subsidies.

The Winfieid people are very anxious
to have "Vlfichita's help in building the
road, and have made a-- proposition that
they will - secure the right of way and
subsidies from Winfieid southeast to the
state lino and aid In every way possible
in getting the, right of way and subsidies
north, of Winfieid. Wichita is to secure
the right of way from Wichita to Cowley
county and "help the W'Infield parties
through the northern part of that countjv
