COLLEGE YEAR ENDS

Rudollph Hatfield Addresses

Graduates of Friends

ELEVEN MEMBERS IN CLASS

Who Received Degree of

Bachelor of Arts

The third anual commencement of
Friends University took place yesterday
mornig. Russell hall was filled with an
apreciative audience who had come to
hear the address made to the young men
and women who were to "receive the de-
gree of bachelor of arts. Owing to the
high waters Professor Olin Templin was
unable to be present but the L'niversity
was very fortunate in securing Rudolph
Hatfield to make the commencement ad-
dress. After the invocation by Rev.

Professor Lucy Francisco gave a
piano solo. Rhapsody No. X by Liszt. The
address was then given. Mr. Hatfield's
remarks were substantially as follows:

"Never has any youth received such
magnificent opportunities as are now of-

fered the youth of America. It Is a splen-
did thing to stand on the threshold of the
twentieth century. But the large number
oi. failures that we see about us indicate
that something Is needed. It behooves
you, young men and young women, to
look well to the methods you shall adopt
in the life you shall e nter. for there is
but one right method, while the wrong
ways are legion. Ln this day of strenuous-nes- s

there is a deep necessity for under-
standing ourselves, understanding our re-

lations to our God and to our fellow men.
The Presbyterian creed says the chief end
of man is to know God and glorify Him
forever." How shall we glorify Him?
If you fail to carry out the design and
purpose of your maker you are nothing
but useless beings. Ninety-nin- e per cent
of failures are to be traced to a lack of
harmony with nature's God and nature's
law. Christianity Is the iii?is of confi-
dences. It underlies and auppbrts com-
merce. Ninety-fiv- e per cent of business
transactions are based upon confidence.
Therefore if you want in your business
career to command respect among men
you must have Christian character.

"Genius Ib not the reason for success.
The secret to success is "dig" Industrious
application. There are a? many avenues
to success as there are differentiations of
man's mind. There is a way there for
every man if he will just find it. If you
have a love for a work that is your busi-
ness, no matter how humble. A large ma-
jority of failures are due to the failure to
select a profession early in life. The
parent should be able to determine with
some degree of certainty what the child
Is fitted for, but especially the young man
or woman should know his own abilities
and tendencies. Find out what you are
god for; be sure that you are right, then
go ahead.

Young ladies, I think you appreciate
your advantages today. Now almost all
professions are open to woman and she
is winning merit in them, too. But.
whether man or woman, it is necessary to
keep in the right line. If we do not we
will be Jostled this way and that until we
become criss, dejected and finally morose.
"VVe must keep in our proper place; we
must recognize the rights of others. There
Is trouble between labor and capital be-

cause of the failure to recognize the law
of man's relation to man. When we put
into practice the golden rule there will be
no need of legislation. There will be no
danger of destruction from economic
wars. The more we are able to apply the
principle of truth the more liberty we
have. What is truth but one of the di-

vine principles? The more we possess of
truth the more capability we have of
steering clear of the obstructions that
wreck humanity. If you know the truth
the truth will make you free.

"When we meet so many obstacles wc
gradually cease our endeavors until fail-
ure is written above our i.ne. In those
ages long ago God raised up for us a
beacon light. Since then civilization has
had a continual ebb and flow, but the
world has been after all steadily growing
in intelligence. Tho more we can ap-
proach the spiritual the more of freedom
w possess. So do not grow discouraged.
The more we are in harmony with Christ's
way the more we are in harmony with na-
ture's way and the more we are in har-
mony with nature's, way the more we are
in the right way. 'Then hope and trust.'

After Mr. Hatfield's excellent address
Professor E. J. Harold sang Dudley
Buck's "Fear Not Ye. O, Israel." Pres-
ident Stanley then conferred the degrees
In a few well chosen words. He said:

"God has set as a duty that man should
help his fellow man. Our republic owes
Its existence and prosperity to its men.
to its citizenship. This institution has but
one purpose; the university, the college,
the high school has but one aim: they are
means to an end. They represent man's
efforts to make man; man's plans for
making manhood and womnnhood: man's
service to God in aiding the restoration
of man to that first state in which God
would have him live. You came to us
four years ago. ambitious, striving for
character, for those things neresary to
prepare you for the service the world ex-
pects of you and which you are anxious
to render. We expect much of you and
we shall not be disappointed."
