leaving them homeless and penniless.

The disaster is so great that this de-

partment is unable to meet the demands
Prompted by the fraternity and loyalty
that binds us as comrades together, and
observing our sacred injunction that a?
comrades we should stand loyal to each
other, even though the floods assail us;
in the spirit of fraternity, loyalty and
charity, and in the behalf of our desti-
tute and suffering comrades I appeal to
you as commander-in-chie- f tfo issue an
adress to the comrades of the nation,
requesting contributions for the relief of
the destitute comrades and their families,
and I would suggest that you designate
a committee of comrades who shall see
that all money received Is worthily and
properly applied.

TURNED IN VOUCHERS.

Members of State Boards Caught by
Floods While on Duty.

Topeka, Kan., June 11. The members
of several state boards were caught by
the Hood while on their way home and
were held up for over a week. They have
turned in vouchers for salary for the
time together with their hotel and other
expenses. The state auditor Is consider-
ing the matter of issuing warrants. The
members of the boards claim it was no
fUult of theirs that they were caught
by the tlood away from home and that
they have a right to collect on the pro-

vision of the law which allows them "all
actual and necessary expenses." On the
other hand the question is raised whether
the members of the boards were war-
ranted in sitting around in idleness and
charging up their expenses to the state;
whether they should not have got out and
one to work like other honest laboring
people, and then had their earnings de-

ducted from their accounts for salaries
and expenses.

PLAN IS AN EASY ONE.

McPherson Will Revive Its Band and
Make It Fine.

McPherson, Kan., June 11. McPherson
is again in a fair way to regain its old
band with all its pleasures and advertis-
ing benefits and with none of the incon-

veniences. The plan is very easy and
free of all the objections that attached
to the former plan of maintenance. It
Is in brief this: The band proposes to re-

vive and do its utmost to give McPherson
a band second to none in the state and it
will not cost anyone a dollar a year.

LATE CROPS MAY DO.

Farmers Whose Lands Were Swamped
May Yet Get Feed.

Manhattan, Kan.. June II. A press bul-

letin of the agricultural department at
the Kansas state agricultural college says
that the crops on much of the river bot-
tom land have boen totally destroyed by
the extensive Hoods, and farmers are un-
decided as to what to plant in order to
gain some income and secure fodder and
grain for their stock next winter.

As frost has not been recorded earlier
than September 11 the farmer may foel
safe from that blight until that date. Oc-

tober 5 is the average time for killing
frosts. By a killing frost is meant frost
hard enough to destroy tomato vines,
sweet potatoes, melons, etc

Corn At this station early varieties of
corn. King of the Earliest. Prkie of the
North. Early Huron Dent. Dakota Dent.
Mlnesota King and Learning. Kansas Sun-
flower. Early Mastodon. Iowa Gold Mine,
Legal Tender. Silver Mine. Champion
White Pearl and Boone County White
have matured from one hundred five to
one hundred twenty days. The first va-
rieties named ar usually classed in the
seed catalogues as ninety day corn, the
last as corn. Com plant-
ed in June, with good growing conditions,
will mature in a shorter period than corn
planted in the early part of May. Any of
the varieties named in the second class
planted In June, with ordinarily favorable
conditions of growth, ought to mature in
about one hundred days. Therefore, these
varieties may be planted before June IS
with a fair promise of,a crop. After June
15 and until June 26 the varieties which
belong to the nlaety-da- y ctass may be
planted with a reasonable promise of a
crop, assuming September as betas the
poelMe date of. the first kitting frost. If
the frost should hold off until October &,

June-plant- corn ought to be a safe
crop as far as Injury by frost is concerned.

fected cattle If they ar being sent to
market to bo killed immediately. '
