BULLS HAVE
AN INNING

Foreign Advices Cause Wheat

to Bulge a Bit

CORN AND OATS UP TOO

Provisions Remain Steady

with Strong Feeling

Chicago, June 15. Bullish foreign ad-

vices caused strength in wheat today

and the close was near the top, with
July c higher and September up ic
July corn was c higher, oats were a
shade higher, while September provisions
were unchanged to 2c betted.

Wheat ruled rather quiet, with trading
confined largely to local interests. Open-

ing prices were easier on- the excellent
weatner, with July a shade to iOsc
lower, at 75ii"75c, and September H9V4C

lower, at 733i72"8C The weakness was
of short duration, however, for with a
good demand from commission houses
the market soon rallied and held firm
the remainder of the session. The prin
cipal factor in the situation was the
bad condition of the crops reported from
abroad, the Hungarian report being es-

pecially bullish, while in France and
England the crop was reported badly
damaged by rains. A decrease in the
visible supply of 2,707.000 bushels was
also a strengthening influence. With
a good demand from shorts and on buy-

ing for long account September advanced
to 73ic, a gain of ic for the day. After
selling up to 76c July closed c higher,
at 75T876c. clearances of wheat and
flour were equal to 249,200 bushels. Pri-
mary receipts were 460.SOO bushels, against
605,700 bushels a year ago. Minneapolis
and Duluth reported receipts of 43S cars,
which, with local receipts of 19 cars 1

of contract graue made total receipts for
the three points of 457 cars, against 450

cars last week and 462 cars a year ago.
Trading in corn was only moderately

active and the feature early in the day
was the changing from July to September
by elevator people. The market was
easier at the opening, under the influence
of favorable weather and liberal receipts,
but the strength of wheat and a fair cash
demand caused a better feeling later in
the day. The close was firm, with July

&c higher, at 45!5gc, after selling between
4Sc and 48&ic. September closed with a
gain of 4c, at 47Ts4Sc. Local re-

ceipts were 516 cars, 3S of contract
grade.

The feature in the trading in oats
early in the day was the selling of July
by traders, with proofits. The offerings
were in excess of the requirements of
shorts and in consequence the market de-

clined. Later the demand became more
urgent and prices advanced and closed
steady, with July a shade higher, at 38?4c,

after ranging between 37ic and 37c
September was up a fraction, at 3380
33c. Local receipts were 384 cars.

A big run of hogs and a decline of 30c

in prices the yards caused an easier
tone in provisions at the start, but with
a fair demand later and light offerings
the market steadied around Saturday's
closing figures. Trading was small and
without feature. The close was steady,
September pork being 2c higher, at
$16.85; September lard was up 2c, at
$8.93. and ribs unchanged, at $9.27.

Reliance, Columbia
and Constitution remained at their moor-
ings today, while other yachts sailed
the race for the Glencove cups of the
New York Yacht club In Long Island
soound.

STOCKS GET
SET BACK

Level of Prices Sank Lower
Each Hour

OCCASIONAL RALLY COMES

Market Closes Heavy and at
Lowest Point

New York, June 15. Prices of securities
had a decided backset as a result of to-

day's trading. Pressure developed from
the outset and with only occasional halts
and small fractional rallies the level of
prices sank lower throughout the day.
The close was heavy at the lowest.

The stocks In which the great bulk of
the trading occurred have lost all the
way from 2 to 3 points from Saturday's
level. This includes the principal coal-
ers, grangers. Pacifies and Southwesterns.
The question whether the market was on
the eve of a revival of speculation for
the advance was thus decisively answered
and there was a corresponding relapse
in prevailing sentiment about the stock
exchange into despondency and appre-
hension. There was no important devel-
opment of news to account for the de-

cline, but It was obvious that the urg-
ent demand from the uncovered short
interest had become mostly satisfied,
while the Investment demand had drop-
ped out with a sharp recovery in prices
from Wednesday's low level. There was
some large selling early in the day
which had the appearance of releasing
on speculative accounts which had been
secured at the low levels. London took
part in the selling and western wire
houses also sent orders on an Important
scale. The selling was no larger later
in the day, but prices yielded without
resisting power and there was no at-
tempt perceptible to support the market.
The result is to open up former doubts
about the motive of the selling and the
extent to which liquidation may now be
pursued on the decline.

The uncertainty over tho corn crop,
which fell into the background in the
satisfaction .over the government report
on wheat came into play again today
and the jump in cotton called attention
afresh to the dangers of that crop. Last
week's feeling that the culmination of
the western floods left that factor am-

ply discounted gave place today to the
realization that statistics of railroad
earnings from that region for several
weeks to come must show the largo in-

roads upon traffic and then large ex-

penses for repairs of the damage caused
by tho floods.

The assembling of the coal miners'
convention and the extension of the lock-

out in New York building trades re'lved
anxiety over the labor outlook.

Money was easy, but sterling exchange
recovered here and ran off sharply, both
in Paris and Berlin. ' As a consequence
there was close calculation of the gold
export by tomorrow's steamer, keeping
alive expectation on that point. The
close, however, was without an announce-
ment of an engagement. The recupera-
tion shown by banks in the Saturday's
