He Tells of Tricks Used to

Cheat

"Forty yoars at fleecing," la the record
of an old man whose face and figure are
faxnflfar to some of the smartest dwellers
of New York City and to every tjamblingr

house of any note in the country. It la
not a record of which to be proud, aid
yet it is with a little
tosp of the chin that its possessor con-
fesses to it. He is an old man now near-
ly sixty.' He has made and lost a dozen
fortunes. Out of the wreck he has man-
aged to save a tidy sum enough to enab-bl- e

him to support in fine style a. wife,
three beautiful dauchters and two colle-

ge-bred sons. Like the hroker and the
banker who grow tired of the fray, h
has "retired": ret in his easrer. alert mind
there still dwells every secret known to
the card shark, overy trick of the "skin"
game.

From Paris to London from San Fran-
cisco to New York, from Canada to New
Orleans, he has picked these up. Some ho
has Invented himself. Never, until &

week ago, had he divulged one of them
The unwritten law among gamblers for-

bade it Tet in a moment of enthusiasm
be was persuaded o throw light on thesa
dark secrets of the gaming house. From
the lips of a man who had witnessed
many tragedies of tJie green tabic it is
interesting to learn how he accomplished
it. how he has managed to escape the
law, how he could look upon

a legitimate business.

it up In a few nights. I learned more than
the value of flushes, full houses and
fours. I learned when to lay down a
good hand, when to bluff, when to play
jny hand pat when a pair of deuces would
have beaten it. I studied them. I knew
the meaning of the slightest twitch of an
eyebrow, no matter how inpedturbable
my opponent was. I learned the value of
lightning decision. I had to make up my
mind to raise or lay down when . the
slightest hesitation meant going out and
hunting up a man to stake me to enough
to buy chips for another game. I had to
be bold enough to cheat when the slight
est tumble would have meant exposure
and disgrace for I played a gentlemen's
game.

"There is no such thing as a .gentle
men's game unless you know the history
of ever man at thp table and even then
It .Isn't For nearly forty years I liave
played I have belonged to some swell
clubs. Of course I have cheated. I could
not nave won enougn to pay my dues reg
ularly if I had not I did not win all the
time. That would not have been wise
But I lost to the right men. They were
not confederates, for I had none. But I
lost to them, and when complaints were
made by those whose money I had won
the others came to the front and men
tioned my losses to them.

" Iwore good clothes, had a good ad
dress, and no ono suspected that I was i
gambler and a .cheat. I did not make
the mistake of playing all the time at
one club. One night a week was enough
at each. Often my business compelled
me to leave town. On these little trips I
went to other citlesto play poker. Once
after a run of feigned hard luck, I quit
playing entirely. I was careful to an-

nounce the fact What do you suppose
I did In the interval? I drew $15 a week
for marking cards.

'That Is the principal secret of my sue
cess marked cards. I knew how to do
It, and practically all my. life as a gam
bJer I have played with decks so marked
that I could read tne backs of the cards
as well as others could read the faces.
There are few packs which cannot be
fixed in this stylo by a little time and pa
tience on the part of an expert Of course
it is possible to buy 'brace' decks where
the marking Is done in the printing,
Thousands of this sort are sold where the
denomination and suit ot each card Is
delicatoJy traced on the back, so skillfully
done that the keenest eye cannot detecc it
unless the combination is divulged.

"But I preferred to mark my own cards.
I saw to it that the' were used at the
clubs where I played. If I could not hood
wink the steward I found out where he
bought hi3 cards. There was always Rome
confidential relations with certain persons
in the trade. Of course the others were at
my mercy. They might as well have
spread their hands down on the table face
up. I knew what overy man held. When
I dealt I could decide who should take the
pot But I did not often resort to crooked
dealing. It was too hazardous, and then.
it wasn't necessary. I could wait 'until
luck came my way. A man can bet pretty
freely when he has a small full house and
knows the best hand out against him is
an ace-hig- h flush. But that Isn't all of It,
Suppose a man opens a big jackpot on r.

pair of Jacks and doesn't better his hand
on the draw. How easy it- - is for me to
stand pat on a pair of trays and bluff
him out of the pot

"There are all sorts of ways to mark
cards. The simplest is the best. To the
casual dbserver there must be differ-
ence between the cards. Take this pack.
Do you sco anything wrong about the
backs? Look closely. No? Certainly you
would not. If you saw them only In shuf-
fling and dealing amid the excitement of
the game. They are marked and I can
toll youLho denomination and suit as fast
as I can deal them. This Is the ace of
spades; this the king of clubs; eight of
spades, and so on.

"All quite remarkable until you get the
key and then it is so plain that you feel
like kicking yourself. With this pack
there Is a border in the form of a wall of
Troy, with white dots in the center of
each open square. Starting with the up-
per right hand corner the dot In the first
space represents an ace, the next to thd
left a king, queen, jack ,ten and so on
down to deuce. Hark out the dot with
ink of the same color as the background
of the card. If the dot is missing In the
ace square the card is an ace, and so on
along the line. For the suits start on
the upper right side. The dot missing
from tho square below tho aco means
spades, next diamonds, clubs and hearts.
Do the same with the corner diagonally
opposite, and you have the cards marked
so the signs will show when the cards arc
reversed.

"So minute are tho symbols that they
appear Incidental. In a "gentleman's"
game they pass unnoticed.. In fact, no
one but a card sharp could detect them
oven after his suspicious havo been
aroused.

"Yct a man earns his money playing
with marked cards. It Is a frightful
strain. In the first place, you must learn
the combination so thoroughly that you
don't havo to slop to think. Your eyes
must be on every card that falls If anoth-
er man is dealing, and as soon as it falls.
Some men hold their cards too closely to
perndt tho backs to be rend. Then you
must remember what each man received
tn order to judge his draw. If he holds
up four diamonds you must take note
whether" he gets a diamond on the draw.
If his four cards are two pairs you must
be on tho lookout to see whether he fills
his hand. And then you might be found
out Discovery, disgrace hangs over you
all the time, and you must see every-

thing without apparently paying more
ittention to the cards of the others than
mybody else around the table.

"A professional gambler scents marked
cards as quickly as a diamond expert de-

tects a flaw in a stone. His faculties are
trained that way. It may take some time
to grasp tho key to the cheat, but he in-

stantly grasps the idea that crooked work
is afoot An amateur poker player, no

matter how expert hasn"t the slightest
chance against a professional. There aro
too many tricks in the game. The profes-

sional knows enough of those to make it a
sure thing, whllb his opponent Is flounder-
ing hopelessly in fhe mazes of chance."

discussed a bill submitted by M. De
Buscy. Republican Radical .providing for
an Increase of the duties on cattle and
fresh moat Jules Siegfried, Republican
Democrat, contended that the proposed
duties were unnecessarily high. M. Mou-gc- t,

the minister of agriculture, said the
government did not think it was its duty
to take the Initiative in this matter and
he thought that the increase proposed
was excessive. The protectionists, he
said, of whom he was one. must not ex-

ceed reasonable bounds, otherwise they
would eventually lose the advantages
gained.

The chamber passed the first clause of
the bill, fixing the duty oa oxen In the
general tariff at SO francs and la the
minimum tariff at 3d franco,.

ENGLISH BEING LEARNED

Aristocracy Is Against the

Friar Sentiment

In connection with the project of the

Philippine government of supporting 100

Filipino students each year in American

institutions of learning, it is worthy of

nnt! that the idea of having a "Philip

pine university" has only not been aban

doned .but is assuming more definite
shape. For the first year or two of the
new educational system in the islands
entire attention was given to building up
primary schools. Last year high schools,
with a sort of intermediate grammar--
high-scho- course, and with some man
uni traininc. agricultural and normal
courses m most cases, were started in
nearly all the provincial capitals.

This was a long step toward meeting
the request, urgent from the first, of the
better educated well-to-d- o Filipinos that
higher instruction be provided in Eng
lish. For lack of such schools the sons
of the very class of the Filipinos which,
in one sense, it is especially important
to reach first of all to Insure the success
of the American administration, were
being sent as before, to the friar schols
in Manila. For the present, doubtless
most of them will continue to ignore the
public high schools, but in time, with the
nstnMishmfint of a connected system of
high school and university instruction in
English, it may be expected that the
children of rich and poor will mix more
In the public schols.

Meanwhile, it is for the moment inter-
esting to note how the sons of the "hoi
pollol' are in many ways getting the
start of their more favored fellow coun
trymen, especially in the learning of Eng-

lish. Perhaps this condition is to be view-

ed with some degree of complacency, as
promising a more independent lot of
"common people" with the coming gener-

ation than the Philippines has ever yet
known.

The members of the Filipino aristocra-
cy, who are also antl-frl- in sentiment,
have from the first of the commission's
rule, clamored for a university in Ma-

nila modelled on our American institu-
tions. But, aside from tho determina-
tion to build the new Philippine education
system from the ground up, not by or-

namentation at the top, the insular rev-

enues have never been Just what Gov.

Taft thought they should be before un-

dertaking this plan. At least, other
things that seemed more urgent have
been preferred to it, sometimes to the
great disgust of Filipino "Americanists."
For instance, within the limits of the
educational scheme Itself, the agricultur-
al school and the industrial 'school

with branches, have been pre-

ferred to It in the appropriations.
It is possible, however, that somo of

the $3,000,000 voted by Congress for the
relief of distress in the Philippines will
be used for tho establishment In the
Philippines of a government university
at Manila. At least, speakin gto the peo-

ple of Iloilo on his visit to Panay in
March, Gov. Taft indicated that it was
the purposo of the Commission to use
the money for three principal purposes:
First, for the purchase of immunized
water buffaloes from China, in order to
restock the islands with draught-animal- s;

second ,to establish a big land
bank at Manila, with branches In the
leading towns outside, to loan money on
reasonable terms, and enable the poverty-stri-

cken agriculturists to work their
land again on a practicable basis; and,
third, as the Governor himself put it,
"the foundation .of an English university
In Manila, to be the cornerstone of tho
completed educational edifice in the isl-

ands."
The governor qualified this outline of

plans by saying that the terms of the
appropriation, If any were not yet known
to him and his colleagues, and their
plans were, of course, subject to any con-

ditions attached by congress. It is possi-

ble that the act as passed will not seem
to include in its scope the use of any
part of the funds directly for the estab-
lishment of a university, as the money
was appropriated "for the' relief of dis-

tress." In case It is not deemed legal
to take any nnoney directly from the
appropriation of congress to start the uni-

versity, the land bank system, once the
Interest payments began to come into the
government, might be drawn upon to
support the educational institution, thus
reaching the same end directly. Per
haps, too, money for tri:s purpose can be
taken from the captured insurgent funds
which still constitute a separate account
amounting to somewhat less than 51.00,-- a

the treasury of the Philippines,
000. These funds, however, were turned
over to the treasurer of the islands as
they were captured and It seems appar
ent that only Congress ,and not the Phil
ippine Commission, can legislate as to
the disposal of property captured in war
by United States troops.

The requests most often made was that
this money should be used to send poor
Filipinos to American universities a fit-

ting diversion of it. since it was raised in
large part by contributions levied on the
Filipino masses. Now, it seems, the com-

mission feels that, with the retnef affoid-e- d

from the more urgent calls on the
treasury by the congressional appropria-
tion. It can proceed with the plan for
supporting young Filipinos as pensioners
in American universities and technical
schools. The details of the plan have not
yet been give nout, but, in general. It Is
that one hundred young Filipinos shall
be selected in competitive tests, to be sent
to the United States and supported
through a college course. Of these It Is
not Improbable that a few may be girls.
sent to normal schools In this country to
be trained for teachers. If place is made
for girls, they will almost certainly have
to be chosen from among the best of the
Filipino women teachers now employed
In the Philippine schools: Filipino social
ideas are such that It is hardly probable
that any other girls would offer them-
selves as candidates for a course of in
struction in any schools away from home
except convent schools.

Of the one hundred pensioners, some
think like the following division will prob-
ably be made; Law. five to ten; medicine,
ten to twenty; normal courses for teach
ers, thirty to fifty; engineering and other
technical sad scientific ccurs?, tF&ctx

to fifty. In every way the predominance
will be given to the more immediate prac-
tical work. Real scientific work has never
been done in the colleges of the
Philippines, and almost no Filipinos of
those who have gone abroad for study
have ever got really into touch with
modern science and scientific methods.
In providing each province with a "super-
visor" to direct the work of public im-
provements, particularly roads anc bridg-
es, and assist in the inauguration of the
land tax, the commission was obliged to
send to this country or to draw from
the American volunteer army in the isl-

ands all the men for this offlce.
How much money will, be allowed to

each of these student pensioners of the
Philippine government is not yet decided;
the amount will necessarily vary some-

what with the location .and the nature of
the course pursued. Students can live
much more cheeply at the universities of
the middle west than at those of the east
The International club of Manila has been
supporting three students at the Univer-
sity of Michigan since 1900, and allows
them but little more than JS00 a year,
which Includes vacation as well as college
term. One Is in the Ann Arbor public
schools, and the two older are studying
civil engineering. They could not, of
course, pursue a medical course, or any
other where laboratory fees were espe-

cially expensive, on this sum. In all prob-
ability, the Philippine government will
spend about $50,000 a year on its one hun
dred students. Practically all the leading
educational institutions ,o'f the country
have signified their readiness to waive the
ordinary tuition fees for such pensioners;
and this will be no inconsiderable item in
some of the institutions of the East

This plan was first urged by the former
Superintendent of Public Schools in the
Philippines, Dr. Fred W. Atkinson, who
has just returned to his home in Massa-
chusetts, after a trip through Asia and
Europe. When the Commission felt it-

self obliged to defer , Its execution till
more revenue was available, Dr. Atkin-
son undertook to interest parties of means
in the" United States in carrying it out
Nothing has come of this, however,
though it would seem that here lies a
splendid chance for the exercise of Ameri-
can plllantrophy. To bring deserving
young Filipinos to the United States, and
give them the opportunity for study along
lines for which they are individually fit-

ted, and in which the country's needs are
greatest; to give them the broadening
out that will come from contact with
the western world, and with Its social and
economic life, as well as its literature;
and, not entirely least of all ,t obrlng
them where they can get to know us
In our homes, as well as come in contact
wit hthe thousand and one features in
which civilization here is more advanced
than in the islands tnis is surely some-

thing practical for phllantrophy, more
practical for phllantrophy, more practical
than offering $20,000,000 for the reversal of
an accomplished treaty, at present, at
least

While only the International club of
Manila, composed mainly of wealthy Fili-

pinos, has taken up privately the matter
of supporting Filipino, students in our
universities, there are nevertheless thirty
of forty such students at present in this
country, supported by their parents or
relatives. Of these, nearly a score are in
the institutions near San Francisco, in-

cluding California and Leland Stanfard,
Jr., Universities and the California Col-

lege of the Jesuits. The others are at
Michigan, Cornell, Yale and the Colum-

bian University, at Washington. Cali-

fornia has been chosen by Filipinos both
for Its proximity and for Its mild and fa-

vorable climate. However, the students
at Ann Arbor wrote home, during their
first winter, enthusiastic accounts of the
sleighing and skating; and they have all
taken to the gymnasium work and im-

proved very gretly in physique. One of
them, entering with the handicap of back
work in the high school and with almost
no ability to speak English, had caught
up with all his wont before his second
year was up and, even before that, was
recognized as at least second to none, in
the mathematical work this in the tech-
nical civil engineering course. He Is near-
ly or quite full-bloo- d Filipino, a condi-

tion which, according to some, would bo
proof positive that the mathematical, rea-

sonable faculties ar wanting in him be-

yond possibility of development
One of the Ann Arbor students is the

nephew of a formei Tagalog insurgent
general, and he himself had been "out in
the brush" only a short time before ho
took the International cluu competitive
examination. He and a colleague came
to the United States In a Very critical
mood, and were ardent partisans of Bry- -

an during the fall of 1500. Their Ideas
about the American people and tlieir
country have undergone a great change
daring their stay here. In the case of
all these Filipino students, it has been
most interesting to note In their ettcrs
home the steady growth of a great ad-

miration for this country and its social
and industrial Institutions, previously un-

known to them or else unconcelvA, while
our political constitution is always the
object of theoretical admiration by every
educated Filipino.

It is not yet stated whether or no the
government competitive examinations for
these student pensions will be open only
to those Filipinos whose parents are un-

able to send them abroad for study. At
any rate, all such will be given a prefer-
