ROOT'S FORMER LIKENESS

Story of Poinsett and His Fine

Diplomacy,

"Washington, July 18. Among the most
.Valued relics of her earlier life the late
Mrs. Harriet Lane Johnston counted sev- -
erai letters written to ner oy ner uncle.
James Buchanan. After the death of her
parents during her infancy, Mr. Buchanan
though a. bachelor, adopted her, and di-

rected her education. Girl's colleges, with
their basketball teams and romping class
suppers, were unknown to those im-pl- er

days, but sweetness of temper and
scholastic endeavor were highly thought
of; and llr. Bucuanans correspondence
with his niece breathes this idea through-
out. In one letter he says:

There is no wish nearer my heart than
that you should become an amiable and
intelligent woman, and I am rejoiced to
learn that you still continue at the head
of your class. You can render yourself
very dear to me by your conduct; and I
anticipate with pleasure the months which
I trust in heaven, we will pass together
after the adjournment of Congress.

And In another:
It is on of the first desires of my

heart that you should become an amiable
and good girl. Education and accom-
plishments are very important, but they
sink into insignificance whe ncompared
with the proper government of the heart
and temper. How all your friends and
relatives would love you now proud and
happy I should be to acknowledge and
cherish you as an object of deep affection

could I say, she is kind in heart, ami-

able in temper, and behaves in such a
manner as to secure the affection and
esteem all around her.

At a dinner table at Washington during
the last session a wager was made that
not a person at table could name all the.
mtlses, and the wager was won. Had
you been one of the company the result
would doubtless have been different. I
presume that the muses and graces are
(great favorites with you. Attend diligen-
tly to your studies, but, above all, gov- -

rn your heart and your conduct.

On the walls of the antechamber of the
office of the secretary of war hang a gal-

lery of portraits of his predecessors, re-

sembling In variety of subject and execu-
tion the group of ancestors sold to the
Jews by Charles Surface In the play.
"When Mr. Root s portrait is to be added
to the collection he need not waste time
and money in sittings; ho can put under
one of the present portraits a legend:
"Elihu Root, ditto to Mr. Poinsett," and
every one who knows Mr. Root at all will
recognize the hit as happy. The resemb-

lance-of feature is extraordinary.
James R. Poinsett of South Carolina

was secretary of war from 1S37 to 1S41.

He had rather an adventurous life before
his cabinet, term, and a statuesque one
afterward. In 1S09 he was sent by our
government on a special diplomatic tour
of the South American states which had
roolted against Spain; but when he had
conducted successfully negotiations with
Buenor Ayres he crossed to Chill and en-

tered that country about the same time
that the Spanish authorities in Peru in-

vaded It and seized and condemned sev-

eral American vessels at Talcahuano. The
celerity of Poinsett's response suggests
Mr. Root somewhat. There were no tel-

egraphs in those days which would en-

able him to consult with Washington for
instructions'; so he took matters into his
own hands, organized an attacking force
of Chilians, marched upon Talcahuano,
retook the place and roleased the vessels.

By and by the news reached South
America that the United States and Groat
Britain had plunged into another war.
Communications were so siow that by the
ttfne the Intelligence had been received
atad Poinsett had hurried back to take
part in the fighting, the whole thing was
cover. He presently was called into an-

other diplomatic enterprise, this time to
(negotiate, as Minister-Plenipotentiar- a

- treaty of commerce between the United
States and Mexico, which had just shaken
off the SDanlsh yoke. Spain, however, had
by no means given up her pretensions in

that quarter, and was much galled in
pride to ilnd the American Minister so

full of nthusinsm for the new republic.

From Spanish and disaffected Mexican
sources, therefore, began to come to him

threats of personal violence, some going

to the extreme of suggesting assassinat-

ion- The Mexican faelionists gradually

became worse than the Spanish plotters,
and actually set up the theory that the
United States was jealous of Mexico! Mr.

Poinsett, who was a distinguished Free-

mason, had established lodges of the or-

der in Mexico, and these were seised up-

on by hostile Mexicans as a basis of accu-

sations against the American minister
that he was urging the lodges as trystlag
place for a league of conspirators who

were schemeing to turn the republic over

to Spain again. Poinsett stoovi bis ground
and showed great force of character, and
generally good judgmont, and was upheld
by his countrymen.

Another striking experience of his was
as leader of the element in

South Carolina during the heated nulli-

fication there. Largely on account of
the spirit he had shown In various trou-

blesome situation. President Van Buren
called him Into the cabinet. After leav-

ing it he devoted most of his attention
to scientific and educational interests.

OSCAR, AUTOCRAT.
"Wait until I ask my secretary whether

I have any engagements between 11 and
12 tomorrow. No? Well, I can see you,
but you must be punctual."

No, the person who was talking was not
a president of a big corporation, nor a
public official, nor a social leader. It
was Oscar Tshirky, maitre d'hotel of the
Waldorf-Astori- a. "Mr. Oscar" is the title
by which he is invariably addressed by
the thousands of hotel employes. Others
fond of displaying their acquaintance
with persons of importance, call him Os-

car.
An autocrat with absolute power is Os-

car. He rules with a rod of iron 2,000 em-
ployes of the hotel. More than 700 wait-
ers tremble at his slightest frown. Ho
has a private office with two telephones,
a private secretary, a valet, his own car-
riage and horses. He Is famous on two
hemispheres. Bon vivants and men of
prominence the world over defer to him.

Oscar is a Swis3. He came to this coun-
try when he was but fifteen years old.
He has been an "omnibus," or assistant
to waiters, a waiter, and knows more
about the mysteries of cusine than the
professional Chef. In the Waldorf his
word is law.
as that of the lawyer or the physician.
has a mervelous memory for names and
faces. He knows the personal tastes of
every prominent patron of the great es-

tablishment, their favorite entrees, and
the kind of wine they prefer. He has
achieved success because he has digni-

fied his calling, because he believes the
occupation of the waiter is an honorable
as that of the lawyer of the physlciari.

'In America persons are apt to frown
on waiters and look down on them as re- -,

crulted from a class of ,"

said Oscar the other day. "In Europe the
occupation of a waiter Is more than a
trade. It ie a profession. The man who
serves in a first-cla- hotel is apt to bo
better educated than the patron. He musti
know at least three languages, and many
speak seven or eight. French, German,
and Englisn aru regarded as absolutely
necessary.

There are schools for waiters, and the
applicant must serve at least three years
before he obtains his diploma. He must
know more than the mere handling of
dishes, which seems to be all that is re
quired In certain American hotels. He
must know how food is prepared in order
that he may be able to select an attra--
tive menu, in case the patron leaves the
ordering of the dinner to the waiter. It
Is necessary that he should be familiar
with every detail of the arrangement of
tableware. For the first year he pays a
tuition fee, about $50 ,and he is required
to do the most elementary work. For
the second year his fee is reduced, and
in the third year the student Is required
to pay nothing, and he has the privilege
of receiving tips.

"When the student has completed his
course he gets his diploma, and the
maitre d'hotel usually gives him a letter
of recommendation to a maitre d'hotel in
some other country, where he may pursue
his calling and learn a new language, and
gain an idea of the customs Of other
places. For this reason many of the wait-
ers in Europe are regular nomads. A man
who is serving in Norway in the summer
may bo found the next winter in the dining-

-room of Shepherd's, in Cairo, Egypt,
"In Europe the hiring of waiters is reg-

ulated by a contract recognized by law.
The applicant is taken on trial for two
weeks or so. If he proves satisfactory a
contract Is entered into for a stated pe-

riod. At the end of that time the man-
agement of the hotel is bound to give a
certificate to him vouching for his char-

acter and ability. If the waiter, on ap- -,

plying for a position, is not able to show
such a certificate, he is not employed. I
have tried to induce the Hotelkeepers'
Association of this country to Introduce
such a system, it would Improve the
service in America to a great extent. So

far they have been unwilling to take the
step: At present, when we hire a waiter,
we know nothing about him. except what
he Is pleased to say of himself. A man
who we have discharged for theft can
find employment at any other hotel in
this city on account of the lack of a
proper safeguard.

"For this reason we welcome the In- -

i

America presents excellent opportunities ,

to them. Over there they receive little or
no salary. In many cases they are obliged
to bid for positions. Here they receive &

salary of at least $25 a month and all
the tips. These tips run from $3 to $5 a
day. and sometimes more.

"We have a school for waiters at the
Waldorf, and I insist on the attendance
of all the waiters. The sessions are held
twice a week In one of the large dining-room-s

upstairs. I sit in the center of my
headwalters and captains, on a raised

of the room. All headwatters and cap
tains are Instructed to notice mistakes i

made by the waiters in the dining-roo-

These errors are noted on memorandum
books kept for the purpose. At the semt-week- ly

BLOOD FLOWS FREELY THEN

How Junket Once Ran Into

Naval Boys.

New York, July 13. The pirates of the
old school have vanished quite away, but
piracy itself has by no means disap-

peared. The- - principal field for pirates
today is in the Indian Ocean and the
Chin Sea. So common is piracy out there
that the P. & O. steamers ond the ves-

sels of the French Mesaageries Maritimes
and other lines expressly stipulate in their
bills of lading that they are not responsi-
ble for "pillage and piracy."

Only the other day a pirate junk sank
a French merchant ship in Chinese waters
and a French man-of-w- ar caught and
sank a pirate in the Pacific.

Not long ago some Chinese pirates cap-

tured a steam launch and heavily laden
lighter almost within sight of a British
gunboat. The gunboat Sandpiper was con-

voying the launch and her tow along the
coast when she stuck on a sandbar. A
fieet of pirate vessels had been hovering
In the distance, watching for an opportu-

nity to attack the launch, and as soon as
the gunboat struck they came swooping
down. The launch was some distance be-

hind the gunboat, and wae concealed from
her sight by a projection of land. The pi-

rates swarmed aboard, and when the pilot
offered resistance they killed him and
threw him to the sharks. The supercargo
begging for his life was bound and thrown
into the cookpit of the launch. The others
on board were natives, who offered no re-

sistance and so were spared.
The launch and lighter were looted and

the valuable cargo which they had or
board was transferred quickly to pirate
junks, which then hoisted their great,
creaking sails again thoee funny sails
like butterfly wings, with bamboo yards
and were off for the open sea.

When the Sandpiper finally got off the
bar and steamed down to the pillaged
launch, not a sail was to be seen on all
the broad expanse of waters.

A n case of modern piracy on

a big scale was the capture of the steam-
ship Noama a few years ago. She was a
good-size- d liner, and was on her way
from ports on the "Malay Peninsula to
Hong Kong, with a valuable cargo and 255

passengers, five of whom were Europeans
and the rest Chinese.

Among the Chinese passengers W6re sev
eral rich, merchants returning to their
homes with fortunes which they had accu- -

mulated In the Straits Settlements. Of

this fact the pirates who haunt the Malay
seas became aware, for they have their
agents In all the principal ports who In- -

form them when an especially valuable
prize Is about to sail.
