gouthwesi Raneas and the gortheastern
part of the panhandie of Texas and
passed (nlo northeastern New Mexico, fol-
lowing up many ef the smaller tributaries
of the Cimarron to thelr head waters
The Clmarron rises among volcanic moun-
tains in southenst Colorado and north-
east New Mexlco. In hts upper part al-
most all the water {8 used for irrigation.

From the hoad water of the Clmarron
at Folewn, the party crossed the divide
to the head waters of the Canadtan river
near Raton, This river rises In one of
the rauges of the Rocky pountains
known as the Calebra range. There are
a number of peaks in that range four-
teenn and Nfteen thousand feet high.
which, at the present time, are coversil
with snow. Sgme membera of the par'y
climbed one of the peaks on July 22 and
wite photographed sgtanding in the snow

The party s now working in the canyon
of the Canadian river, north of Tucum-
curf, N. M. This canven Is «lghty miles
long and In places one thougand faet
deap, cul out in the sandstone rocks.
There seems to be & number of places
along the canvon avallable for aites for
dams and veservolrs

The party expects to complete the
work in New Mexico by the middle of
August and then come asoross the pan-
handle, stodying the waler supply and
geological formations and probably wind
up its work in western Oklahomn sbout
the middls of Sepltembar, In time to get
into Norman for the opening of schoel.
