Chicago, Aug. 5. Lower prices ruled in

both the grain and provision pils today,,

and wheat was exceedingly weak, the
September delivery closing Tslc lower.

and helped to hold prices temporarily,
but so much long wheat came out on the
advance that prices began to decline
steadily. The northwest markets, which
had been strong early, had quite a severe
decline later in the day on predictions of
more favorable weather for that section
of the country, and th:s fact aided in the
down turn. Extreme weakness prevailed
the latter part of the day, and September
declined to 79?ic, closing at 73?(579,,ic

a net loss of Ti'flc Clearances of wheat
and flour were equal to 147.003 bushels.
Primary receipts weife 687,900 bushels,
against 1,173,700 bushels a year ago. Min-

neapolis and Duluth reported receipts of
127 cars, which with local receipts of 123

cars 32 of contract grade made total re-

ceipts for the three points of 250 cars,
against 223 cars last week and 449 a year
ago.

Trading in corn was rather quiet, and
governed largely by the action of wheat.

CLOSING IS

REAL RELIEF

More. Failures 'in Wall Street
Cause Distress.

BULLS ARE OPPRESSED

Excitement Marks the Deals
on the Street,

New York, Aug. 5. Tho Tiour for clos
ing of today's stock market was hailed
with relief by the highly strung mem
bers of the exchange. Tho day was
one of excitement and alarm and the
fading away of the prices of securities
was so rapid and comprehensive as to
arouse grave fears of the consequences.
The announcement of two failures were
the only two distressing developments,
and neither of them was a surprise.
Some of the day's liquidation was sup-
posed to be of collateral on the loans
of the failed firms, although it was of
ficially announced in one case that the
creditors had decided to withhold the
collateral from the market in its present
condition. It was very evident that a
very general closing out of collateral
In loans was In progress and much of It
was allowed to go for what it would
bring. As the demand for stocks Is still
exceedingly light, the natural result was
a demoralization of the market and the
pressure grew more acuto by the reac-
tionary eltect of the selling in forcing a
shrinkage of the collateral in other loans.
So far as the news of the day was con
cerned there was verv slender basis for
the sacrifice of securities beyond the
uneasy sense that collateral could not be
readily realized on and the consequent
desire to convert into ready money. This
is the essence of demoralization in any
market and it had its 'natural result
today. Expectation was at the high pitch
at the opening and demoralization was
prevented only by the most vigorous and
determined support on the part of bank-
ing interests and market managers for
various prominent stocks. The support
was especially noticeable In the United
States Steel stocks and succeeded in
raising the price of the common a point
and the preferred 1 S over last night's
level. Tlie support of these stocks was
helped by the fact that some of the de-

velopments which were feared from yes-

terday's meeting of the directors did not
occur. As the weakness of these stocks
was a potent factor in the weakness of
yesterday's market the strong support
accorded them had a soothing effect on
sentiment. The result was a pretty gen-

eral recovery from the opening declines.
Then came the announcement of the
first failure, that of an important house
with commitments in a variety cf
stocks. From that time until the close
the liquidation was intermittently pur-

sued with occasional rallies on short
covering. There was an eager rush to
cover among the bears In the final deal
ings, but even then there were renewed
breaks at other points and the closing
was extremely nervous and excited, with
very irregular fluctuations. Tho United
States Steel stocks suffered compara-
tively small losses, but both the common
and the preferred and the sinking fund 5

ner cent bonds touched low record prices
during the day. Liquidation in Missouri
Pacific was very' violent and it suffered
an cxtreo loss of 6 Much of the li
quidation in this was attributed to the
account of one of the suspended firms.

It carried down Wabash preferred 5

points with it. Erie was also very heav-
ily sold as the day progressed. The
Pacifies and grangers were under steady
pressure during most of the day. The
violent declines in the Colorado and
Southern stocks, the Southern Railway
stocks and Virginia-Carolin- a Chemical
were associated with the failure.

active stocks were severe sufferer.
