.yg- showed that the three cities were united

in favor of the proposed line, a motion
that a committee of six, consisting of
two representatives from each city, be
appointed to compile data in regard to
the line and report at- - a later meeting,
carried. This committee was appointed
as follows: Geo. H. Hunter and A. Graff
of Wellington; J. Slack Love and E.
Kirkpatcrick of Arkansas City; W. C.

T' inp n and Walter Denning of "Win-Hel- d.

Mr. Love was chosen chairman of
I'n.-- oi.,nn?tee. it was thought best to
postpone the effecting ol a permanent
organization until the next meeting and
the fol'owing resolution was adopted:

"Resolved, that it be the sense of this
meeting that we organize a company for
the purpose of promoting an interurban
railway connecting Winfield, Wellington
and Arkansas City and tSiat a directory
of fifteen, consisting of five from each
city, be elected, and that we meet next
Thursday night, August 13, in Winfield,
to further the punroses of the organiza-
tion."

J. Slack Love reported that he had been
In correspondence with a St. Louis con-

struction company whose representatives
had visiUd this section of the country
and repoitcd favorably upon the scheme
to build a but line connecting these three
cities. This company Is ready to put up
the money to build this line and asks no
bonus or concessions of any kind. AH

the company requires is a franchise to
get Into each city and a survey and
right of way of the line. In the matter
of right of ways. Mr. "Love and Mr. Graff
both said they had talked to many farm-
ers and all are anxious to get the line
and i will give the right of way through
their land.

There is no difficulty anticipated in
eecuring franchises in the cities, as the
cojmpany simply wants to get into each
cirey for station accomodations. The
company will want a franchise,

SIX HEAD ARE DEAD.

Texas Fever Tick Continues Deadly
Work in Cowley County.

Arkansas City. Kan., Aug. 8. Six head
of cattle have died on the Drury Warren
pasture from Texas fever. A strict quar-
antine has been established and all ot
the remaining cattle of about eighty head
are being greased with a preparation to
kill ticks. Little further trouble is ex-

pected, although there may be a few
scattering cases in this pasture.

FOR HORSE STEALING.

Woman Is Under Arrest at Arkansas
City.

Arkansas City, Kan., Aug. S. A woman
giving her name as Nellie Slorgan is
under arrest in this city charged with
horse stealing. Thursday evening she
went to one of the city's livery barns
and hired a rig. she said to go out Into
the country a mile and a half to visit
a sick sister. As she did not return as
soon as expected the livery man became
uneasy and began to Investigate matters.
He telephoned Winfield and Xewkirk and
at the latter place he located the rig.
He also learned that Nellie Slorgan. the
woman who hired the rig, was accom-
panied by a man by the -- ame of Austin
and they were trying to sell the horse
and buggy. He then laid the matter
before Assistant County Attorney Cun-

ningham. The reult was a warrane was
issued from Judge Kreamer's court
charging Nellie and her companion with
horse stealing.

and escaped. Constable Gray brought
the prisoner to the city. Judge Kreamer
set her trial for Sionday and in default
of SSfi) bond was sent to jail to await
trial.

COWLEY COUNTY'S TROUBLE.

Sixth Case of Insanity in Two Weeks
Brought Up.

Winfield, Kan., Aug. S. Another Cowley
county citizen has been adjudged In-

sane. Edwin Freeman of Vernon town-
ship aged about 50 years was sentenced
to the asylum Friday. This is two insane
parties now in the county jail awaiting
acceptance to an asylum, and Sheriff
Dai' left for Osawatomie with Jessie Stan-
ley this morning. The prevalence of the
Insanity in this county is unprecedented.
There have been six cases before the
probate court in the past two weeks and
as many more In the four weeks prior.

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Would Divorce Politics and

Charitable Institutions

SAYS HE NEVER DICTATES

To Superintendents Whom

They Shall Employ,

Topeka, Kan,, Aug. S. Slorton Albaugh,
chairman of the Republican state com-

mittee, has taken a stand in favor of
divorcing the state charitable institu-
tions from politics. He was on the board
of charities for four years, and is, there-

fore, in a position to discuss the needs
of the charitable institutions intelli-
gently.

"It may jar you," said he. "when I tell
you that as long as I have been chair-
man of the state committee I have not
attempted in the least to dictate to the
superintendents of the various chari-

table institutions whom they should em-

ploy. The superintendents are held re-

sponsible for the management of the
Institutions, and they should be left free
to select their own help."

In his paper, the Kingman Leader, he
comments at length on the report of the
asylum investigating committee, and adds
a few words of advice. He says:

The Investigating committee makes
some important recommendations recom
mendations that ought to be followed by
the next legislature. The attendants on

the wards in these institutions, who In
reality are, or ought to be, nurses for the
patients, are now worked from twelve
to fourteen hours a day. The manage-
ment is compelled to exact work from
twelve to fourteen hours a day from them
on account of the limited number of em-

ployes that the appropriation will per
mit them to have. They recommend
also that the pay of these employes be
Increased. Those who have direct charge
of these patients are now paid from $1S

to S30 a month. In these times people
with the temnerament. education and
adaptability for such work cannot be
had and retained at any such price. As
a result changes are continually occur-
ring and new employes must necessarily
be taken without the knowledge of
whether they possess peculiar fitness for
the w ork in hand. Ofttlmes they are
utterly unfamiliar with caring for people
in such condition, but this fact must be
determined after their employment, and
at times actual mistreatment or positive
neglect will occur upon their part be-

fore the management can know of their
unfitness, or want of proper disposition,
and discharge them.

The committee recommends further
that the asylum management should be
removed from political control. Thl3
should have been done years ago. Every
asylum superintendent for many years
past has recommended it and every board
of charities for a generation past has
made the same recommendation. There
is no reason whatever why these In-

stitutions, which are, in fact, hospitals
for the most unfortunate class of peo-

ple we have, should In any way or man-
ner be hampered by political consider-
ations. The superintendents should be
selected on account of their executive
acuity and peculiar fitness for such work.
The medical staffs should be made up of
pnyslcians who have made a study of
this particular branch of their profes-

sion. The attendants, as far as is possi-

ble, should be persons possessed of that
peculiar temperament and disposition
which renders them helpful In sickness
and who will give to the care of those
in charge painstaking and conscientious
attention.

In appointing the committee to make
this investigation the legislature did
right. The report should be valuable
for two reasons:

First It will give to the friends and
relatives of all insane persons a feeling
of security and a knowledge that thoso
unfortunates in whom they have a par-

ticular interest are, in fact, well cared
for. well housed, well clothed, well fed,
well treated, and that they have the
best obtainable medical attention.

Second It should lead the next legisla-
ture, regardless of the cry for economy,
to make such appropriations for help at
these Institutions as will enable the su-

perintendents to give those in their
tharge even better attention than they
now have. And last, but not least, it
should lead the next legislature to elim-

inate tneir management entirely from
the ups and downs and vicissitudes of
possible political changes, and divosce
the employment of help in these institu-
tions entirely from political recommen-
dations.

HOW THEY SEE IT.

Dresden Paper on Lynching in the
United States.

Berlin, Aug. 8. The following transla-

tion is made from a Dresden paper. It
is signed "Janus":

"In the United States there is at pres-

ent indignation on account of
the massacres in Kishinev. President
Roosevelt has received delegates of the
B'nal B'rlth and his promised interven-
tion. Great meetings "are being held in

which the Russian 'animals without souls'
are damned in the name of culture, of
humanity, of human rights, and the liber-

ation of mankind by the Americans. At
the same moment a crazy mob kills an
Innocent negro because town authorities
have wrestled in the guilty negro from its
grasp. In the Eastern Hemisphere inno-

cent Jews are killed because they are
Jews and in the Western Hemisphere one
makes Nero's torches out of negroes mere-

ly because they are negroes. Under those
conditions the enlightened Occident has
particularly little reason to become indig-

nant over the barbaric Orient Orient and
Occident are no more to be parted. And
Alice's father comes under the suspicion
that he is looking more for Jewish votes
and the strengthening of jingoism than
the redemption of humanity.

"One can understand all this, but it Is

not to be excused. Over here and over
there the same circle. First you depress
a whole people until they are pariahs,
deny them civic equality, social recogni-

tion, industrial peace and then when you
have made them cowardly, dirty, treach-
erous hyenas, you kill them as hyenas or
pour petroleum over them and let them
cook. Good Lord!"

TOURIST BAGGAGE STOLEN.

Railroads in Italy Accused of Stealing
Stuff.

Rome, Aug. S. Sir. Labouchere .return-

ing to one of his old subjects, again calls
upon the Italian authorities to do some-

thing to protect better the luggage of
travelers on Italian railways. Robberies
are of constant occurrence especially on

the through train; to Paris by way of the
St, Gothard or Slont Cenis. On these
trains the trunks of passengers are book-

ed through, and are examined by the cus-

tom house officials at Paris. Sometimes
the locks are broken open and Jewelry
stolen, but sometimes the trunk Is found
locked on its arrival in Paris, although
articles of value which were within It
have been Recently a lad
of Sir. Labouchere"? acquaintance booked
and registered her trunk from Florence to

Paris. On arriving at Paris the trunk
was locked and the clothes within did

not appear to have been disturbed, but the
jewelry which she had placed beneath
them had disappeared. When she com-

plained to the French custom house au-

thorities, they said that the French rail-

way could not be held responsible, as part
of the journey had taken place In Italy,
where these impudent robberies are com-

mon. The strong presumption is that
they are the work of railway officials. No
one else would have the opportunity of
opening a trunk with a false key. unpack-

ing and repacking clothes, and taking the
valuables. The story Is an old one. but
may well be repeated at this season, by
way of caution to tourists.

for their weapons.

it was on June 10 that these quarries
were discovered. In the solitudes of tho
Selah Canyon of the Natchez river, seven
miles from North Yakima, in the state
of Washington. According to geological,
archaeological and other signs. the?e
mines must be many centuries old. Per-
haps when Alexander the Great was tam-
ing his famous stallion the American In-

dians were whittling out flint weapons
by thousands. Perhaps the flint was once
like clay, easy to fashion. But it Is as
hard as diamonds now.

Until the recent discovery It was one of
the mysteries of archaeology where the
coast Indians got their silica and how
the flint mine was discovered: Professor
Smith started from the Pacific coast on
muleback to determine exactly how far
th coast Indians of prehistoric times
wandered Inland. A big flood was raging
in the Yakima river. The thermometer
stood at 10 degrees and rattlesnakes were
as thick as blackberries, frightening both
the mule and the Professor.

For a time the survey was Interrupted
by these swarms of rattlesnakes that the
floods bad driven from their overflowed
dens. Frequently there were enough
snakes and hunting for places of safety
Professor Smith made the discovery that
will give him fame.

He entered a canyjon with misgivings,
but finding the walls of the great cliffs
covered with prehistoric Inscriptions and
pictures he became oblivious to danger.
In amazement he deciphered the prehis-
toric inscriptions and drawings on the
rocky walls, telling that further up there
was something of importance. Ascending
to a considerable attitude he came upon
the debris of flint bowlders Indicated
the presence of the original aborigines
the flint carvers of the prehistoric world.

A pllo of flint rocks ready lor use stm i

await transportation. Chips of blocks
that had been removed lie In piles around
the quarry for a quarter of a mile. A
stone hammer for quarrying was found
on the dump. Specimens of the rock and
samples of the. weapons and stone ham-
mers have been shipped east.

It is expected that the experts will now
be able to solve the great problem of the
extinct coast Indians just who they were
when they lived and why they ceased to
exist. They are considered important
questions, as the tribes left remarkable
fortifications along the whole coast and
entirely around Vancouver and other
coast islands. In addition, they had
magazines well stocked with arms. The
fortifications arc such that they might
easily be defended with modern guns.

That such a powerful and well organ-
