THOSE TWO AUTOCRATIC DICTATORS.

The Empress, Tsi An of China and the Czar of

Russia are holding down more than their shares, re-

spectively, of the human race. An has her clutches

on something like four hundred millions of human

beings and the Czar his upon more than a hundred

million more. There is no hope or sign that An

will ever realize that the twentieth century differs

fromth first or that progress is either possible or

desirable. The man of her realm who dares talk

of reform is promptly promoted to the beyond. Be-

tween this yellow giantess and the fair-haire- d ruler

of the north there seems to be a thorough' under-

standing if not sympathy. But the Czar, however,

while he rules autocratically appreciates the fact

that he is answerable to judgments and opinions of

the rest of the world. Only quite recently has the

court of jublic opinion cited him to answer. This is

not an age of murder for mere opinion's sake nor is

it a century in which any ruler may resort to in-

human modes- - of torture for merely political or re-

ligions conviction. So the Czar has descended to

assure the world that be does not endorse the mur-

der of Jews and that he will punish his subjects

who were guilty of the outrage. And now further a

telegram from St. Petersburg says that the Czar has

abolished the harshest treatment o.f the barbaric pun-

ishments of former times, namely, castigation with
cudgels and cat-o'-ni- tails', chaining to the car and

shaving the head, which were still inflicted for cer-

tain offenses-- of persons exiled to penal settlements

or to the mines. Castigation with cat-o'-ni- tails,

and even with cudgels, not infrequently ended in
death, and was one of the harshest forms of the

death penalty, being death by torture. Only the

most hardened prison administrators could stand

the terrible sight of the death of human beings- under

the measured blows of the e tails. The

cudgel and "cat" are replaced in the new statute,

says the paper, by the prolongation of the term or

by solitary confinement up to 100 days, with bread
and- - water, except every third day, wjien hot food

will he served at one meal. The abolition of the cud-

gel and of the "cat" does not, however, mean the

prohibition of corporal punishment altogether. The

revised statute of June 15 prescribes- - chastisement

with birch rods up to 100 blows "for slight offenses

and misdemeanors," according to the same authority,

and the matter is left entirely to tho discretion of

tho prison authorities or of the local governors-.'

that Washington City is the most beautiful In tho
world, even now. But Washington City has the
United States government to thank for most of its
beauty and grandeur. Travelers upon the other
hand are well High unanimous in the declaration
that the average city of America Is an abomination,
evan the older cities. Germany seems to be rivaling
France and Italy in the taste and desire to beautify
lts cities.

An American of culture and observation traveling

in Germany says of its cities that they "are advanc-
ing in comfort, intelligent arrangement and atten-

tion to the beautiful decoration of their parks, sta-

tions, squares, subways and transportation lines,
after a fashion that puts bur citiesto the blush. They
seem to have municipal officers who know how to
enlist the best engineers and artists- - in each problem,

whether that problem be the placing of a fountain
or the decoration cf a town hall. The progress of

the smaller cities in matters that make city life

agreeable is more notable than that of the capitals.
I believe it is due to the attention the Germans have
been paying to industrial art, which not only supplies
the trained artisan and the intelligent public, but
makes a solid foundation for the artist in the fine

arts."

RELIGIOUS INTOLERANCE 'UNPROFITABLE.
Religions, like politics, have a tendency to grow

conservative. Liberality goe3 with enlightenment
Nations and churches, like men, as they grow older
grow wiser. When men's religious faith was strong-

est is was most inflexible. Proestantism divided up

into warring factions for conscience sake. Baptists
pursued Methodists with reproaches and Episcopal-

ians spoke contemptuously of Presbyterians, but
they all united in denunciation of the wickedness of
the papacy. Now there is a strong tendency in Pro-

testantism to get together, for differences which
once provoked bitter controversy are now indifferent-
ly regarded. It is significant, too, that the Metho-

dists have just adopted at Ashbury park a ritual-

istic form of worship which once would have been
rejected by them with loathing as a "Romish" de-

vice, and a Methodist minister lauds the pope before
an approving congregation as "a leader of the great
army of the Lord's-- hosts." And as the New York
Herald contends the election of a French or Ameri-

can successor to Leo XIIT. would be a fitting, politic
and fruitful-jcontinuatio- of .the dead pope's policy
of peaceful development of the church's spiritual
influence. Catholicism rightly or wrongly, is' not
for us to say claims to have been harshly treated
of late in France. The election of a French pope,

in addition to being in accordance with the scrip-

tural injunction to turn one's other cheek to the
cmiter, would unite in defense of the church thous-

ands of those who, because the conflict between
the church and state in France does not affect them
directly, are at present too indifferent or too indolent
to intervene. The election of an American pope

would stimulate the zeal of millions of Catholics
in the United States by giving them a personal in-

terest in the see of Rome. Neither of these hy-

potheses- would diminish the prestige of the Vatican
as the center of Catholic faith, but either would, on

the contrary, broaden the basis of the spiritual power
of the pope. The election of "either a French or an
American would testify to the universality of the
church and would expose the pettiness of

persecution.
