THE FIGHT OF HIS LIFE.

The big political event of this year will be the Novem-

ber election in Greater New York. The practical view-

point of .the present is that Tammany has the best of

the fight The Republicans went into a fusion withDemo-

crats outside of, and opposed to, the Tammany organiza-

tion, and it seems to be a fusion that does not fuse. The

Democrats in the fusion wanted to secure the nomination

of a Democrat, and as they could not get what they want-

ed they are sulking.

Soth Low is .again the candidate in opposition to Tam-

many. He admits that he will have the light of his life,

but says he is prepared for it He will make the fight on J

old issues purer atmosphere in the official life of New

York. He is just rounding out his first term and he has

been successful, although, perhaps, he has not reached

the Puritan standard the extreme reformers expected him

to reach. He has done what was possible for a man to do

during one term considering the awfully vicious morality

that was allowed to prevail in Gotham previous to his

election. Big Bill Devery, under the preceding regime,

was the chief of police and it is generally conceded that

his administration was the most corrupt in the history

of that city.

Mr. Low's first duty was to clean out the thieves in

high official places, but owing to the influence of Tam-

many, a disciplined organization, he was so hampered in

this work that some of his reform supporters criticised

him. They did not realize that it was the task Mr. Low

found it to be or what common sense ought to teach them

it would be. The result was that they grew impatient

and for some time Mr. Low not only had to defend him-

self against an active and formidable enemy, but against

his friends as well. Their first impression was that he

was succeeding no better than Tammany in giving New

York a good government, and their complaints weakened

his administration not only by discouraging his efforts

but by encouraging his enemies to greater activity in

drawing comparisons that were very fatal at' the start
Had Mr. Low been a skillful demagogue he could have

combatted the impatience of his friends in a hundred

ways, but being a high-minde- d fellow he allowed the fatal

prejudice of false public opinion to take hold of the com-

munity. Neither did he seek to counteract the feeling

against him by the effective tricks of the skillful politi-

cian; He was not adapted to methods which enable

meaner men to utilize the columns of the press to their

advantage, and from the standpoint of practical politics in

a metropolis so morally low as Greater New York he was

a stupendous failure This is nothing against him, but it

is feared that, in immediate effect, it will work materially

against the movement of which he was the chosen leader.

Mr. Lowe's opponent will be George B. McClellan, son

of the one-tim- e general of the Army of the Potpjaac, a

man of ripe experience in practical politics, who has seen

service in congress- - and has had much experience in pub-

lic life. This young man stands equi-dista- between the

lower and higher strata of metropolitan life in New York,

and makes what might be called a representative of citi-

zenship average, a material advantage in his favor from

the standpoint of politics.

It looks very much as if Mr. Low had made a correct

prophecy when he raid that he will have to fight for his

life. It being an off-ye- there will be practically nothing

In the issues that can have any bearing on national poli-

tics, and this will not be in favor of the Republicans, the
main support of Mr. Low. The outcome can only affect
the national campaign in the encouragement it may give

the Democrats of New York state next year.

SEA POWER AND BRAIN POWER.
The inefficiency of the British universities and the

illiberality of the British public towards institutions of
learning were Sir Norman Lockyer's text in an address
delivered last week before the British association for the
Advancement of Science. The speaker contrasted the
number of richly endowed state-supporte- d universities
of Germany and the United States with the handful of
English colleges which languish without either private
benefactions or government aid. So serious seemed the
emergency to the speaker that he advocated govern-
ment fund for increasing the "brain power"'of the nation,
and suggested the immediate appropriation of 24,000,000

the naval budget for 1839-9- 0 for new buildings and
equipment for existing institutions. Such suggestion
would hardly get hearing in parliament, the fact
that is made in all seriousness by noted scientist
reinforces the familiar criticism that in educational matt-

ers-, and especially in technical instruction, England
many years behind the times. Of course there is little
likelihood that during Captain Mahan's lifetime England
will be willing to strike budgetary equilibrium between
"sea power" "brain power," but is possible that the
government may be forsed into supporting at least one
central school. For we are inclined, with Sir Norman
Lockyer, to doubt the American invasion is- complete
enough to have Inculcated the American habit of lavish
giving for educational purposes.

BALLOONISTS PLAN BIG ENTERPRISE.
The Paris correspondent of the London Standard says

that Profs. Reclus and Berget and the aeronaut Capassa
have planned to cross the Atlantic in balloon. They
have figured by the prevailing winds- that four five days
will suffice to go from the Canary Isles to Trinidad. They
propose for the purpose huge balloon of 455,000 cubic
feet capacity, capable of carrying six persons, parachute
and lifeboat

Even those who doubt the practicability of airships
admit that balloons are possible traveling machines
long one content to go with the wind. Since bal-

loon has once traveled from Paris distance of some
1,700 miles into Russia, there is no reason why bigger
one should not go from the Canaries to Trinidad, dis-

tance less than twice great. Given the power, bal-

loon should . be expected to make faster time than
steamship, but only in the trade wind belts could do

with approximate certainty of direction.
One feature of the eminent scientists' plan will cause

an American to smile. They propose to take two sailors
to manage the liftboat they have to take to, the water.
The sailors are useless in the balloon, its capacity must
be taxed to carry them their food and water. Why
do not messieurs the scientists take week off and learn
to manage the boat themselves?
