FINE SCHOOL SYSTEM.

Kiowa County Superintendent Gives
Good Report of Schools.

Guthrie, O. T., Oct. 5. The report of

the county superintendent of schools of

Kiowa county for the fiscal year ending
June 30, 1003, shows a most remarkable
and gratifying state of school affairs,
taking into consideration that Kiowa
county is scarcely two years old, and
that it is barely eighteen months since
tho first school was opened.

Among other things the report shows
that there are 5.S31 children of school age
in the county, of whom 2,900 are males
and 2.92S females, which does not In-

clude ten colored children.
Of this number 1,350 white male and

1,257 white female pupils have been
in the public schools, making a

total enrollment of 2.C16, with an average
daily attendance of 1,476.

The whole number of schools taught
was S6. employing 104 teachers, to whom
was paid the sum of $24,065.16.

The whole amount of school tax levy
was $20,518.25; school bonds were issued
to the of 317,437.84.

The total receipts for the year were
?54,725.58; total expenditures for the year
were $49,SolS4, leaving a balance of
$4,563.74 unexpended.

The Kiowa county institute was in ses-

sion four weeks, with ICS teachers in
J attendanec; 90 teachers were examined

and 83 certificates were granted.

There have been tried and determined
three murder trials: Joe Mobley. whose
trial consumed four days of the term;
Taylor, two days: and Turner, whose
case was determined yesterday, ten days.

The work of the clerics was exceeding-

ly heavy. Of the bond records alone there
were made 449 pages; of journal entries.
714; of Indictments, 220; of complete re-

cords, 157; of naturalization, 26; and of
stenographer's notes, 2,500.

This does not includo the labor ijic
sheriff and his deputies, who have rid-

den thousands of miles to summon wit-

nesses and jurors, besides seeking crim-

inals who were wanted in this county
to answer the charges preferred against

them.
The cost of this term of. court can. not

at the present time be approximated,
but suffice it to say that it will cost the
taxpayers of the county several thousand
dollars.

Judge Glllett has been most zealous in

expediting the work before the court,
and to his energy and precision is due
the great number of cases that were dis
posed of during the term that has just
closed.

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STEEL RAILS

Shipment Has Left Ohio tor
the Roadbeds

GUTHRIE AND EL RENO

Eleven More Train Loads Are

to Follow.

' Guthrie, O. T.. Oct. 5. The first train
of steel rails for the St. Louis. El Reno
and Western railroad was shipped from
Jamestown, Ohio, on Monday, September
28. It was the Urst of twelve train loads
which will arrive this month, to be put

on the road 'bed between Guthrie and
El Reno. The 3teel will lay about six
miles to the train, and the length of the
road Is forty-tw- o miles, not including

switches and sidetracks.
In all thero will bo over 1.000 carsof

material. Already about 10) cars of
bridge timbers and piling have been un-

loaded tt Yukon and Xavioa and hauled
to the grade of tho new road, and the
bridges are being put In .as rapidly as
possible. Several cars of material r r
now at Guthrie, while the ties and tlu
bridge timbers are now all on the road
to Yukon. GutWle, Xavlna and El Reno.
Tho first consignments of steel wore made
at Guthrie. The work of laying track
will begin about the middle of October,
and the construction company hopes to
complete the track and have the road in
operation into El Reno within sixty days
after track laying oommences. They ex-

pect to put down about one mile of steel
each day, or average that amount. If
this average is made, it will take forty-fiv- e

days to put down the track and
about ten days for switches and sidings.

Tho grading from the Xorth Canadian
into El Reno is going along smoothly,
and the contractors will be done many
days before the track layers are ready.
The bridge across the Canadian river
will be completed before the steel gang
arrives from the other end of the road.
