COIN HARVEY

AUTHORITY ON FINANCES IS A
WICHITA VISITOR.

His Cleveland and Is Par Joseph W.
Folk.

- W. H. Harvey, known all over this
country as "Coin Harvey." was in the
city last night. He was one of the prom-
inent figures in the silver discussion in
this country before and during Mr.
Bryan's lirst campaign.

A representative of the Eagle in com-
pany with R. C. Israel, called at the
Hamilton last night to see the former sil-

ver advocate. When he used to cam-
paign for Bryan he looked like a pro-

fessor, but now he looks like the busi-
ness man that he is. He wears a gray
suit and smokes a pipe with apparent
satisfaction.

He went down into Arkansas three or
four years ago and brought a largo
tract of land, "with a big spring on it
that Is the second largest in the state
and runs ten thousand gallons of water
a minute. Mr. Harvey laid out a town
anu named it Monte Ne, and he b ullt a
railroad from Monte Ne live miles to
connect with the Frisco at Lowell. He
says they have railroad ties and fence
posts enough along the line of his rail-
way to supply Kansas for a long time.

When asked if he thought the silver
Question would ever, come up for discus
sion again in this country, Mr. Harvey
said:

"Not In the same shape that it was be-

fore, but the money question will force
Itself to the front again. The money
question in this country has received less
scientific treatment than any other ques-
tion in politics. The trouble is to get
people to look at such questions from
a patriotic standpoint."

Then Mr. Harvey lighted his pipe, anil
while he watched the smoke ascend to
the celling he related what a rock-ribbe- d

Democrat he Was when he first left his
home in New York state to come west.
He said he had five brothers and thoy
were all of the same politics as their
father, who was a Democrat.

He said he stayed by the Democratic
party until Mr. Cleveland was elected
president and wrote his first letter on
the money question and then jumped
"clean out" of the party. Mr. Cleve-
land, he thought, was the kind of stu?
that Caesars are made of. and the money
power In New York was always for him.
He had often thought of Sam Jones'
remark when the nomination of Mr.
Cleveland'was mentioned, that' "the Dem
ocratic party would better cave its money
and whisky."

He explained that that was ono of the
Georgia preachers' jokes, but seriously
was of the opinion that the Democratic
party would not come to the front until
it made up its mind to stand for principle
and allowed the offices to be a second
consideration.

AVhen asked why he thought his book,
"Coin's School." had such an Immense
sale, over a million copies, he said it
was because ho started nt the beginning.
People had tried to discuss the financial
question and tne idea prevailed that 't
was a very interesting problem.
