0MTHES0UTHEAST CORNER

I. F. Elliots Plans to improve
Valuable Land,

Now, that plans are either out, work
has commenced on a brick building, or
one has been completed. at every corner
of Emporia and Douglas avenue, ex-

cepting the southwest one, owned by
I. F. SHiott, he has begun figuring on

tho erection of a three-stor- y structure
to occupy fifty feet of the ground, fac-

ing Douglas avenue, and to extend to

the alley in tho rear.
The height of the proposed new build-

ing is three stories. Mr. Elliott is now
figuring on the cost of a structure an-

swering the description told about in
the foregoing and he has a tenant in
sight for it before the building is erected.

Mr. Elliott first became interested in a
project to put up a new building on
his ground at this spot when several
business men asked what he would charge
them rent for a building erected suitable
to their plans and needs. In tme in-

stance Mr. Elliott and his prospective
tenant, it is said, have gotten pretty
close together, so that a deal is immi-
nent and plans will probably be gotten
out within a short time.

Mr. Elliott's idea is to build a three-stor- y

brick structure, with two rooms
of twenty-fiV-e feet each, facing on Doug-
las avenue, and ninety feet deep; two
on Emporia avenue, each fifty feet deep.
Tho second and third stories are to be
built for offices.

Altogether Mr. Elliott owns seventy-fiv- e

feet of ground on the corner of
Douglas and Emporia avenue. The
ground is occupied by a feed store and
a mill, both conducted by Mr. Elliott.
When he is ready to commence work on
the new building, the businesses now
occupying the ground will be moved to
closer proximity to some railroad.

"With Dr. Dorsey's new three-stor- y

brick building completed, work on one by
Coler Sim having been commenced, plans
out for one to be built by George Henry
and F. D. Aley and Mr. Elliott's pro-

posed building, tho four corners of Em-

poria and Douglas avenues will all have
been improved and built up within the
past year. Less than ono year ago one
and two-stor- y frame buildings occupied
all four of the corners.

Breeders of Fine Stock Satis-fle- d

on That Point.

BIG COMBINATION SALE

Hundreds of Registered Cattle,

Horses and Hogs Coming

Wichita has become the recognized cen-

ter of the great southwest for fine stock,
and it is here that breeders in the future
will bring their registered cattle, horses
and hogs for sale to supply the south
and the west.

In addilion to the sale of Shorthorn
cattle here on the 14th day of this month
by the Grooms, there will be another big
sale of registered horses, cattle and hogs
on the 2nd way oc next February and
continue for four days. It is expected
that this will be the, finest display of fine
stock over seen west of the Missouri
river.

J. C. Rsbison. of Eldoralo. was in the
city yesterday and rented both the o!g
barns on the Big river, just north of
Douglas avenue. He stated to a reporter
for the Eagle that it would be a com-

bination sale and" the breeders interested
in it would bring some of the finest
stock in the west to this sale.

On the 2nd day of February there will
be fifty head of registered Perchcron
horses sold; on the 3d, fifty head of regis-
tered Shorthorn, cattle: on the 4th, fifty
head of Kerefords. and on the 5th fifty
head of Poland-Chin- a hogs, all registered.

llr. Robison said he was trying to make
arrangements for one fare for the round
trip with all the railroads and he felt
pretty confident that the roads leading
into this city would grant it.

This will bo the second combination sole
of fine stock hold in this city, and the
breeders interested were all pleased with
the experiment, and they arts going to
make these public sales an annual affair.
They say that Wichita is the most conve-
nient point to reach the country south
and west, and it is from this place that
they expect to distribute their registered
stock to the great stock sections of the
west.

It seems a little bit out of place thnt
these men have to come here and rent
their own barns. Instead of going to the
Union stockyards. Superintendent Dula-ne- y

said yesterday that some of the
breeders of fine stock have told him that
they would rather go to the stockyards
if it were not for two drawbacks. One
was that they had no good barns at the
yards, and they could not take the
chances of taking fine horses that cost
thousands of dollars where there were
no good barns.

Another drawback was that tho street
cars do not run to tho stockyards. One
man could hold a sale there and manage
with some expense to get the people from
the end of the street car lino to the yards,
but a big combination sale would make
too many people to hrndle that way.

The commission men taiked the mntter
over two years ago, and said they would
raise the money and build the necessary
barns to have these sales at the stock-
yards, but they finally concluded thnt the
street cars were not going to be extendi
to the yards, and they let tho matter
drop.

Some are trlking that if the fair
grounds are purchased by a "WichitA com-
pany, that lliey will be greatly improvtd
and that there will be the place to hold
the combination rales of lino stock. Then,
it is urged if that is done that all th'j
barns will be taken for the en tiro win-

ter by people who will come here to train
horses and tho men with the sale stock
would not bo able to get the good barns.

The stockyards seems to be the most
desirable place if it were not for thi
two objections mentioned. Some of th
stockyards people hope thnt when the

line is built that it will want
run through the city and their ida t

to have It come In on some of the
streets west of Main snd run to th
stockyard. Then they say the sale barns
will be built at the yards.
