PROPOSITION LOOKS GOOD

Will Not Cost Much

Apropos of the comment and talk that
has been rife for some time in regard to
utilizing the extensive gas supply from
the oil and gas fields for local motive
powers, Mr. H. G. Landis has compiled a
list of statistics and data showing the
cost of transmitted motive power plants
at other places by various means, and in-

cidentally suggests a method by which
the almost inexhaustible supply of gas in
the southeastern portion of the state can
be made to furnish power for "Wichita at
less cost than any similar plant in ex-

istence today.
In most plans for utilizing the gas from

the fields for motive power the funda-
mental principle has been to pipe the in-

tervening country and convey the gas In
its natural state to the city where it has
to be introduced directly to each indivi
dual boiler to produce the power.

While this plan appears at first sight
to be entirely feasible still there are a
few points that are not in its favor. The
first Is the excessive cost of laying the
pipes or mains the distance of fifty or
more miles. Then when laid," --the pipes
are subject to the action of gas and mois-
ture and will eventually rust and corrode,
finally wearing in places completely out
and causing trouble continually. In addi-

tion to this the flow of ga3 lias not suffi-

cient power in itself to travel the distance
without helf in the form of
along the route to force the ga3 on
through the pipes.

Taken altogether, while the results
might be such as to insure the expense'
of piping gas from the field?, to Wichita
and then distributing It to the different
plants that would use it, still any plan
that will reduce the cost of creating the
power will be of benefit to the future in-

terests of the city.
Mr. Landis has conceived the idea not

of. piping the gas to Wichita in Its natural
state, but of using it at its source and
transmitting the energy it would create
to a distant point by the aid of electricity,
using for that purpose lines of wire strung
on poles, the principle being the same as
is now in use by telephone and 'telegraph
companies, or to be more lucid, the same
principle as the trolley wire. .
