Market Was 15 Cents Lower

Than Tuesday.

TOP PRICE WAS $5.25

Cattle Receipts Were Light-Pr- ices

Continue Strong.

The hog market opened yesterday 5c

lower and closed a strong 15c lower. The
receipts were "large and have been extra-

ordinarily big every clay this week. Wa-so-n

lots were in abundance, as were also
car load lots. The general run of hogs
yesterday was above' the average in
weight and hence brought the very best
ilgure the market afforded.

Kansas City took a lunge downward
yesterday and landed a full 15c lower
than the preceding day. St. Joseph had
a decline to the extent of about the
same amount. Chicago took a tumble
and was unable to pay within 10c of as
much as it did Tuesday. The receipts
at these points have been extremely
lieavy. Wichita will probably be in a
position to give a better figure for hogs
before the week is gone, but the buyers
seem to think it improbable.

Cattle receipts were quite light yes-
terday and the market for butcher stock
still continues to hold strong. All grades
of cattle, however, can be sold here at
the top .prices.
