How to Build 4 Wichita.

To the Editor of the Eagle.
Watch the railroads for the. next three

or four months. They will cut rates all
along the line; will seek, interviews with
their traffic managers: will Dublish
abroad reductions in rates in a month, or
as soon as a new sheet can be got out.
etc. But as soon .as the election is over
they won't have a train that can run
fast enough to put. the rates back again
higher than they are now, and get the
reduction all back again.

To any iAtelligent citizen it muBt be
apparent that' paved streets are one of
the-- most essential requirements of a
modern city, without which progress in
other directions is greatly restricted. Re-
cent discoveries in the manufacture of
brick has settled the question of durabil-
ity as between brick and asphalt. Brick
costs less after the period of guarantee
has expired. The asphalt street will cost,
during the remainder of its life from five
to ten times as much to repair as a brick
street. A city of small size cannot afford!
to maintain Its own plant for repairs.
The way to lay brick is to build a con-
crete base of six inches; then two inphes
of sand, on which the brick are placed
and rolled to a true surface with a heavj
roller; then fill the joints with a grout or
equal proportions of Portland cement and
fine sand. The building and repairing
can be done by home labor.

I see the Woman's Humane Society for
the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals at
St. Louis are throwing up their hands
in holy horror over the statement that
the Igorotes are purchasing dogs to eat,
and propose to arrest them if they eac
dog, on the ground that it is cruelty to
animals.
