CITIZENSHIP AND THE RIGHT TO VOTE.

Many people, especially club women, get their ideas of
citizenship and suffrage badly mixed. Citizenship and
the right to vote are two very distinet things, One can
be a citizen of the United States in which he lives. A
man born in Washington and living there dntil he attains
his majority cannot vote for President. Citizenship comes
from the nation; the right to vote from the siales re-
spectively. The President is not elected by the people,
but by the states through electors chosen by the states.
Formerly electors were chosen by the legislatures of
most of the states. It would be within the province of a
state to empower its govermor to name the Presidential
electors, or for such governor to name the guota of dele-
gates to the electoral college. All mature men and all
mature women, born in the United States, are citizens of
the United States.
