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General railroad officials predict that
wholesale reductions in operating forces
will now be the policy of all railroads.
The carrying out cf this policy began
last year and it is said to be necessary
and unavoidable, owing to the increase
of traffic and the Increases of wages and
expenses of all kinds.

During the period of activity of trans-
portation interests from 1S2S to. 1903 there
was a steady increase in the number of
railroad employes at the rate of 51,000 to
118,000 a. year. In 1SSS the increase was
6.2 per cent, and In 1902 it was 11.03 per
cent. In the same period the liabilities
of the railroads in the country were in-

creased $1,500,000,000 and the earnings .rose
from Jl,243,5iS,724 actual to $1. 760, 000.000 es-

timated, which is likely to be increased
by the full figures which have not yet
been officially compiled.

Among the railroads which have an-

nounced a reduction of forces are the
Boston and Albany and other Xew En
gland lines, the Vanderbilt roads, tho
Pennsylvania, Baltimore and Ohio and
other lines of the eastern system. Tho
reduction has been general in all parts
of the country, but is up to this timo
more marked in the east. Railroad offi-
cials look for a lean traffic period in the
near future, but there is a general belief
that in 1905 there wil be a revival of'trade.

COACH EXCURSIONS PLANNED

Railroads Wold Make 1 Cent Rate to
St. Louis

Western railroads are making prepa
rations to authorize coach excursions to
St. Louis at the rate of 1 cent per mile.
A meeting of passenger officials will be
held today in Chicago to settle that ques-
tion. It is thought that the majority
of the roads favor a rate, but sev-
eral roads are opposing It. Eastern roads
are running excursions to St. Louis from
points beyond a radius of GOO miles on
the rate at present. The proposi-
tion is to run these excursions one or
two days each week during June and
July. --
