the 14th to the 19th of Augnst, or indeed
wa may inclode the last four days during
which the Legislators was in session, mak-
ing mght dagas in all, are the most aventful
week that the little Kingdom has passed
throngh sinca Kamehameha First conseolie
dated the several chieftainships and mnade
n Kingdom out of a tribal government.
Not only have we no disposition to exag-
gerate the dangers the country has passed
through, but we have no desire to impngn
any motives to his Majesty King Kalakaun |
than what are good and loyal to the people
of whom he is the constitutional King, 1t
would be nseless to conoeal that the great
oxcitement which prevailed in Honolula
from the 14th to the 10th of Angust toa
loaser extent sproad to this city when the |
story was told by Honolulu newspapers and |
private correspondents, The action of hix |
Majesty in suddenly discharging his cab. |
inet, which had just received by an over. |
whelming majority & vote of confidence
from the legislature, and his immodinte ap-
pointment, apparently without consultation
with any of the intelligent and conserva-
tive citizeans, native and forsign born, of |
whom there are so many ia the Islands,
of n ministry repugnant to the best of his
subjects and to c[m:tmt people of all shades
of politics and all nationalities, might well
excite alarm. The following is an outline
of what ocourred in the four days: On
Satarday, August 14th, he legislature, to
the relief of & majority of the most enlight-
ened and snbstantinl residents of the Island,
was prorogned. This sheerful eondition of
affuirs was quickly broken np by the pro-
mulgation of news that the King had sent
lettors to all the members of his cabinet
dismissing them from the ministry. The
public was naturally enough on the ¢
vive to know who were their successors.
The names were shortly announeed, and
wo can well anderstand that, in the opin-
ion of the Hawaiians the King, as an hon-
eat pentleman, conld hardly have made n
worse selection for n portion of his cabinet
if he hnd desired to do the worst instead of
the best for his people. The appointients
wore (Celso Omsar Moreno for Minister of
Koreign Affairs; General J. 8. Walker,
Minister of Finance; John HBush, Minister
of the Interior, and Jodge Davidson, At- |
torney General. Messrs. Walker and David-
sou at once declined to take office with
Moreno. It should be here explained that |
Moreno is well known in San Francisco as |
a man without character, as a lobbyist and |
an ndventurer, who having exhausted his
opportunities in Onlifornin left the United
States and has rerided for some time in
Chinn, and for the past few months in
Houolulu, On receiving the refusals of
Mesars. Walker and Davidson, whs are
well known and reputable citizens of Ha-
waii, the King, unfortunately for all parties,
instend of reconsidering his one most ob.
jectionnble nomination, appointed W. C.
Jones, Police Magistrate, and the Rev. M.
Kaaea, n native preacher, in the places re-
fused by these gentlomen. When the news
of the King's persistence in his choice of
the intrigner Moreno for Mivister of For-
eign Aflfairs, was broited aboot, the peo-
ple of Honolulu expressed their indignation
very freely. Protests were sent to their
several national representatives by foreign
merchants, planters and capitalists, setting
forth the evil effects which they feared from
his Majesty's ill eonsidered conduct. In
these protests the appointment of a disre-
putable sdventurer like Moreno to one of
the most important pogitions of the cabinet
whi oharacterized as daogerous to the wel-
fare and prosperity not only of the country
but also of all foreign capital invested m
the Islands. On receipt of these protests
the several foreign representatives hoisted
their flags and notified his Majesty that
they would not recognize his cabinet or
hold any relations but those on the most
urgont business, with his vew minister, un-
til further instrncted by their governments,
Following quickly on this remonstrance of
the representatives of friendly foreign pow-
ars, oame mass meetings of the people. In
somo of these meetings resolutions conched
in strong language and censuring the King
were pussed by acclamation and im-
mediately forwarded to his Mnjesty, An
attempt was made by old friends of his
Mpnjesty and by delegations and commit.
tees to obtain nal interviews in which
matters might be explained, and a course
of royal mction agreed upon that would be
mutually satisfactory. His Majesty, on
some inexplicable grounds, possibly con-
ceiving himself misjndged aud the victim
of popular clamar, refused to see any one.
This state of affhirs, with its growing bit-
terness of feeling on the part of the popu-
lace, continued until the afiernoon of the
18th, when a meeting was cslled:lf nll for-
igu residents, for urpose of taking
gnm more decided al-lpi: in the meiter.
While that meeting was in session, and
after some resolutions strougly condemnne
tory of the Kiog's action had been passed,
word was brought from the palace that
Moreno's resiguation had been demanded,
received and accepted. The obnoxivas Min-
ister, afier four -Phurt days of office, was
aut. The mesting good-humoredly ameud-
od the resolution mlready pussed, soften-
ing their tone, and nomiuated a committee,
consisting of O. R. Bishop, C. Pfluger, A.
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J. ¢ ight, H. May aud W. G. Irwin,
to wais ou his Majesty, and convey to him
the gratification of the mesting at learning

No donbt the

Chinese merchauts nre ready for the ex-

perimont. The Jfo Chung went first fo |
Honoluln with Moreno on bonrd. The
mokl extraordinary fact is, that doring the
short stay of the steamer at the Islands,
Moreno contrived to influence the King to
snch an extent that he dismissed his Cabie
net, appointing a new ohe, with Moreno,
the l'ure*igrl ndventurer, in the plnee of
Minister Kapena, a native, who had served
long and faithfully in that eapacity. Min-
ister Wildor, of the Interior, was also re-
moved. This revolution astonished the
people, who have a healthy way of ex-
pressing puoblic opinion. Moreno held
office for four days, when the pressure of
poblic sentiment became too strong, the
indignation of the people becoming more
fervent every dny. It is difficalt to ascer-
tain just the kind of reasoning on the part
of the King that led to these extraordinary
changes, or whether there was any rens I
at all in the premises. The mere change |
of Cabinet Ministers wonld not in itself be II
n strange circomstance.  But the appoint- |
meut of an adventurer to the office of Min-

ister of Foreign Affairs, one not heretofure |
identified with the interests of the King- |
dom, of whom little was known, and that
little had failed of making a favorable im-
pression upon the public.—that transaction
wias too much for the Hawannns.

It is evident that from the first, the
King had expected great Lthings from the
inception of the new line of Chinn steam-
ers, with which Moreno had managed in
some way to become identified. Honoluin
would be a port of eall. Theline could not |
be made profitable unless, in addition to
the coolies landed on the Islands, the
grester partof the business was transferred
from American steamships to the China
line. All this the King and his ndvisers
must have foreseen, if they foresaw nny-
thing. Yet in the face of these facts tlm‘
King prompily takes Moreno into hbis con-
fidence and gives him the most important
place in his Cabinet. That appears to have
been the reward which Moreno received
for promoting & Chinese line of steawers to
cripple American commerce with the [Isl-
ands. Moreno reigned for four days. 'What
State papers he originated in this brief
time does not appenr. We have been fur.
nished such an account from his pen of
affairs nt the Islands as it is deemed wholly
ineapedient to publish, because 1t 18, to &
considernble oxtent, un effort to punish
the ex-Minister's enemies and to reward
his friends.

Moreno, it appears, not only succeeded
in obtaining 8 #mall subsidy from the Ha- |
waiinn Government for the Chinese line of |
steamers, bot was svecessful also in pro- |
moting the opium scheme, of which men- |
tion was made some days ago in this jour- |
nal. Tt wns proposed by Chinese capitnlists
to transfer the manufactare of opivm from |
Hongkong to the Hawaiinn Islands, chiefly
because the subsidy demnnded at the for-
mer place was too Inrge, the snm of §400,-
000 being the fixed price. Through Mo-
reno’s influence n concession was obtained
from the Hawaiisn Guvernment for the |
manufacture of opiom, the royalty being |
$120,000 n year. It is to be noted that no |
such business can be carried on anywhere |
in Chinese territory, But the islaud of
Hongkong being British territory, that
business has been prosecuted therc with |
great zeal and at an immense profit for
many years. The transfer of the manu.
facture to these islands, so near to the
Pacific Coast, would huve been a brillinut
apeculation. The amount which Moreno
would have gnined does not appesr. But
the difference in the subsidy price was
$280,000, Here again the pressore of

ublic seutiment wus so great that the

though there is good reason to think that |
he favored it up to the time it encountered |
the strong nod determined oppusition of |
the pablic.
