Parlinment was formally prorogaed on the
Tth, The Queen's apeech, which was deliver-
ol on the occanion, states that Her Majeaty
cotitintes to receive friendly assnrances from
the different forsign powers, and that the rels.
tions maintained by the country are of an
cminently satisfactory character,

Mention was pext prominently made of the
state of affuirs in the Faat, with reterence to
which the speech states that the failure of the
Ottoman Porte to earry ont the stipulations of
the European conference lna sarionsly de-
layed the mmch-tosbe-desired settloment of
queations affecting Montenegro and other im=
portant points in the Treaty of Berlin, such as
the initiation of reforma in Asia Minor, and
the rectification of the Greek frontier.. In con-
séquenes of the neglect by the Porte to give
offect to the r«:nrrmmndllﬁml of the Powern,
the latter have, by a joint leiter, informed the
Sultan of their judgmeut na (o the means re-
quisite for due execttion of the stipniations of
the troaty which still remain unfulfilled, and
that they now confidently rely upon the apeedy
attninment of the ends in_ view, the whole of
Europe being concerned in the questions at
imnne between Turkey and her neighbors.,

Her Majesty's Government therefore, in
eonjunclion with other powers, in pressing the
Porte to adoplt the measnres which are re-
garded an essential for the solution of exint-
ing difficulties, Hor Majesty is convinced that
the poliey adopted is cnr:uinteul to ensure tho
mauintenance of peace in the East,

Referring to the progress of events in Afg-
hanistun, the speech says that the recent bril-
liant wvictory by Genersl Roberts has cansed
the liveliest watiafaction, and Her Majesty
