In lti79 tho numbor was
but 23.318, or 3,590 less than tho avorngo
for the twolvo preceding years, and ld9
less than tho total for Scotland, which hns
n population noarly two millions loss than
Ireland.

Tho population of all tho States in tho
Union, as compiled by tho Herald,
amounts to 49,302,144.

Tho yield of the Cuban sugnr crop this
yoar has been about 545,400 tons, against,
080,000 tons last yoar, showing a decreaso
of about 20 per cent.

The Debt op Mexico. Mexico, thongh
Ono of the richest of countries in latent re-
sources, is yet ono of the poorest in realized
wealth. Mexico owes to European credit-
ors in bonds and other obligations $125,-000,00- 0,

nnd to tho United Statos nboufc
2,700,000. No part of the principal of

this European debt has boou paid during
the last twenty years, nor has any interest
been paid since 1801. For a country of
such immense natural resources this might
not bo considered a formidable debt, were
it not for tho small amount of industrial
development. There aro probably Bi'nglo
mines in Mexico which would yield nn
amount equal to the entire indebtedness of
that country.

A modification of the telephone has been
utilized by Prof. Roberts, of tho London
mint, to detect spurious coin. Two eouallv
strong and rapidly intermittent currents of
electricity aro passed over two coils con-
nected by a wire. A coin, known to be
good, is placed in one coil, nnd tho current
being disturbed, the telephone registers tho
fact. Another coin is placed in the second
coil. If good, the equilibrium is restored
nnd the indicator is silent; if counterfeit,
tho consequent disturbance is noted. The
currents are affected similarly ouly by
equal volumes of metal and alloy.

Chinese Medicines. Some peculiar
xnedicinoH are employed by the Chinese.
Caluiued and powdered antelope horns nro
used iu cabos of convulsions, rheumatism,
and even appoplexy. Plasters of elephant
skin are believed to cure bruises very
quickly. Pills made from the sloughs of
caterpillar larval are taken to oxpel worms
and relieve headache. Inflammation of the
lungs ia treated with glue from the hides
of donkeys. A'oholio preparations of
scorpiona are given in all kinds of maladies.
For most internal diseases, t powdered in-

sect, the name of which has not been de
termined, is administered. The skins of
seqienta applied to the body aro supposed
to cure leprosy, rheumatism and paralysis.
A mucus obtained from toads and mixed
with Hour is used to stimulate the nostrils
iu cat of faiuta and convulsions.

A new, and, it is claimed, effective sys-
tem of water purification, do vised by Messrs.

. H. Atkins A Co., of London, has been
introduced at the Royal Aquarium, West-miuste- r.

The impure water is run into a
cittern, a small proportion being passed, on
its way there, through a cylinder tilled with
lime. Tha limewatcr mixing with the body
of the water iu the cistern, purifies it, soft-eu- s

it, and coagulates the clay held in sus-
pension. The water is then passed through
three disc, each two feet in diameter and
covered with Glter-clot- b, in which the
coagulated clay ia retaiued. The filters
can be easily cleaned, and will discharge
80 to 100 gallons of pure water per square
foot of surface per hour, where the ordi-
nary filter diaohargw but from two to six

The length of tka Browsed cual through
Florida to couuect tho Gulf of Mexico and
the Atlanta. raccwrdiog to tbe surveys of
Gt'ueral Gilmore, ia about '109 statute
miles. The scheme contemplate a ship
canal of lit atUee, with 34 miles of river
navigation aud 13 miles of deeper water
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from bar to mouth of tho St. Mary's
and on the other sido tho cntrnnco to tho
gulf. Tho loweit cstimnto of tho cost is

50,000,000. Tho completion of tho canal
would shorten tho ocean ronto from Now
Orleans to New York 497 miles ; that from
New Orleans to Liverpool 412 milos. While
it would ho in every way denirnbto to cut
a cannl through Florida, ns proposed, it
would seem that tho groat expenso ncccs-sar-

nnd tho uncertainly as regards tolls,
go far to render tho project impracticable.

Tho reduction of the duty on sugar in
Franco, amounting to tho piyment of
bountios by the government for tho ex-

portation of refined sugar, is viowed with
consternation by tho IJritish refiners. Tho
operation of the now rule begins October 1,
and its effect already is to cause great un-
certainty in tho English market. Fearing
a glut of arrivals from French ports, tho
English sugar-refinin- g interests arc, in o,

at n stand-stil- l. Tho operation of
tho now arrangement is given in the London
Grocer ns follows: "Tho French author-
ities, when estimating tho yield of raw
sugar, deduct tho porcontngo (3 per cent.)
of glucose, or uncrystallizable, from tho
crystnllizablo sugar; but in assessing tho
moist, refined sugnr, tho glucoso or

portion is included. At tho
now rnto of duty this will give an export
bounty exceeding Of. tho 100 kilos, or 2s.
Od. per cwt. "

CniLintEN's Food, Mrs. L. M. P. nsks
concerning tho propriety of giving young
childron " whntovcr is on tho tabic." It
depends on what is on tho tnhlc. Tea,
collco, meat, pastry, Rwcot cake and pud-
dings nro vory unsuitable food for childron.
Milk and substances which can bo dissolved
in tho milk, as barley, fnrina, corn starch,
hominy, bread, aro the only proper foods
for children. In nn nsylum in this city in
which largo numbers of children aro cared
for, they aro allowed only tho last named
foods until they nro seven years of ngo,
nnd thin not from motives of economy but
becnuso such food is best for thorn. Dis-
eases of tho eyes, of tho teeth, of the bowels,
all ariso in childron from improper feeding.

A Maori lirthday Feast
The following sketch of life nmong tho

Mnoris of New Zoaland (who it is well-know- n

nro a cognnto peoplo with tho
we copy from tho Otafo Witness.

A stroll between daylight and moonlight
through tho pleasant Maori grounds somo-tim- es

walking on grass, sometimes on n
rough, narrow road, sometimes pushing
closo under tho bush to avoid tho soft
plnccs, but always going on soon brought
us within sight of the little hollow closo by
tho shore, whero tho cottages that form the
kaik nro scattered.

"Thn-n- h, ' said tho wiso, trim, old Maori,
our guide, "thathouso wny-a- h you sco tho
lamp is wny-a- h you are going. "

Hero wo passed n quiet horso with two
little boys perched on his bnro back; theso
young tnon wore nt onco exhorted by mn-dam- e,

tho Maori : " Why you boys not say
chco up Neddy, cheo wo ? ' "
Our littlo party was tho first to arrivo, n

fact which tho Maori dogs met with a
chorus of angry defiance. Passing whnt
seemed to bo the skcloton of n house, we
came to n largo wood firo, fringed round
with Maori men nnd boys. After a short
dclny we were taken into tho lighted house,
a strong wooden cottage, like ono long
room, which wns swept nnd garnished
round about with many small boughs of
the Bwcot-scente- d torato, while tho raftors
were hung with littlo bunches of fair, small
twigs of divers kinds, liko n liousewifo's
bunches of sweet herbs. A long tablo, nnd
narrow, nnd covered with a fair white
cloth, ran tho longth of tho room ; at each
end a goose, iu the centre a joint of mutton;
all down tho middle between the dishes
were arranged plates of enko and biscuits;
bottles gaily decorated to hold tho caudles,
a few flowers, cruet-stand- s, bottles of chow-clo-w

; but, Maori-lik- e, no salt. Uy every
knife and fork Blood n cup nnd saucer, for
our Maoris nro a sober folk, though gay.
At ono eud two or threo of the chief Mnoii
inon were well dressed iu tho Pnkehn gar-
ments, whilo Mrs. Hamnstead ( formerly
Keunwn), the only daughter of thoMotuo-ruc- s,

nnd Amelia, wife of Pukuku, tho Maori
minister, nnd somo others were seated;
while old Mrs. Momeru wont wandering
round tho room with her grandchild on hor
back. About halfway up tho table, and
facing tl e door, stood a tall, active Maori,
in the cleanest of check shirt sleeves, rendv
to help on that side of tho tnble. On our
side, "Littlo Tommy," tho younger
son of tho Momeru, was unfailingly attent-
ive and busy waiter on his brother guests.
The tall mau, Harry ( Heaven knows what
his Maori name was ), acted as interpreter,
struggling manfully with the English lan-
guage, aud when somebody made n joko
ho answered quickly : " You mubt excu6o
rac it ia not my language. " After a short
prayer and grace in Maori the feast be-
gan. Would a mixed party of Pakehas
ever behave with tho perfect politenos nnd
hospitality of the Maori? If ever tho
Maoris increase and bold a fragment of
their own, thoy will be noted as ono of tho
most polished peoplo ou this sido of the
world.

But after the feast the deluge of speeches,
which Harry " wrestled into tho best Eng-
lish he could command, They amounted
to this : " Welcome to the Pakeha ; wo
wish you to understand that this feast is
got up by Messer Momeru ( better known
among the profaue Pakehas as Jack Davis)
in memorandum of the birthday of young
Messer Momeru (aged six or seven). I am
very glad that Meter Momeru doue that,
because it very good. The birthday tell
you what a man's life will be (what his age
is). Like our Lord, this a Good Friday,
too (a joyful Friday, like the birthday of
our Lord ), more welcome. "

Mawer Momeru, the father, waa called

JgHgj
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upon for a speech, and presented himself
with n cheerful fnco. IIo declared thnt ho
had not mnny words to say, but for nil
that tho roguo proved that ho had n keen
senso of what would bo popular among tho
pirty ho was nddrcssmg.
