Polo.

On Wedneaday afternoon was played a game
of Polo, the firat wo supposo ever played on
these Islands. To lhlll{! who know anything
of the game of ' hockey, " polo would be ensi-
Iy intelligible, as it may be described as
“liockey on horaeback. "

The players are divided into two sides,
stakes are pitched for goals, as in foot=ball,
and the object of each party is of conrse lo
drive the ball through and beyond the oppo-
site goal, Polo is a very favorite game in Eng-
land and in India, especially where there are
cavalry detachmenta stutioned, and they play
regiment against regiment or cavalry against
infantry, military agninat civiliang and so on,
There are nlso Polo Clubs which have no con-
neotion with the military, but to play a match
occasionnlly. BEach player is armed with a
long-handled mallet or club and should be
mounted on a short-legged, active pony, On
Wednesday every man was mouanted on the
best steed ho could procure; there were five
playersa on cach side and four gnmes were
played. An occasional spill, not infrequent
collisions, and now and then a stroke, nimod
at the ball, but resulting on the nose or knoes
of rider or horse neareat at hand render the
gamo pnrliuulnrly exciting, sometimes dan-
gerous. 1t would be a capital game for natives,
eapecially those nccustomed to bullock huot-
ing and we hope to see it naturnlized here.
