'2 inilcR. Nomnoko, or nigiiM of Are nnj whero to
li won down tho nlopo of tho inoiintniu. I begnn
to think thnt tho ateatnor folks had "big even"
nnd nnw too much. Hut I could not nn yet eo
down lilt" tho plain beyond Knlnuehn. So to mnke
Hiiro thnt thoro wnnno miatnko I climbed n high.
cone nlxint one tnilo from where 1 wan, nnd ixuore
I got to the top fairly, I wnn almost frightcnod nt
noolnir the Kiuokn coming up nil over the plnin be
yond Kalenha, for n Himcn of a mllo wide. I could
not nee how fur tho (low had got ns n rnngo of high
roues noma thrco miles thlft side of Knlneehn shut
out tlio view lower down. I watched the flow for
some thren fourths of cji hour, nnd then the fog
mid mint shut out tho view entirely, nnd then I
started bsck for 'Wniniea. Not a bit of smoke or
firo could I,no down tlio mountain-aid- e tho wholo
distance, nnd I could we no firo, only smoke, tlio
Minoko principally of burning bushes and gross.
I fult RiUsflod that tho flow was near the old l&Vi
flow nnd thought it might be running right over it.
Hut ns I could not gut to it thnt night, 1 returned
to Walincs, whero I arrived dusty, dirty nnd tired,
Into Sulilmtli, r. m. ,1'hnt night there was no dim-
inution in the light. Tlio next morning MoKsrs.
Morris, DiuiIoIh mid myself all started off tornti
the flow and determine Its exact ixi'dtiun. It took
us till 4 f. M. Monday to get to Knlneehn station ;
before we got thcro however, we could see no
nmoko, evun where I lind seen it tho day buforo.
Hut we still could not see down far on the plnin
beyond. So nfter tilling up our empty stomachs
with rice nnd ten. wo got i lot of blankets nnd nn
nxo nnd went on to the hill cnlled Knlneehn I'liu,
( on tho road to Laiimnin ), whero I know n film
view of tho whole plain down to tho Ililo woods
could bo lind.

Wo pitched our tent under tho leeof tho hill nnd
alongside of some fine Mmnniil trron, wheiu wo
could see tho whole slope of Mnunn Loa, but not
tho wholo plain. Clouds ami fog had now en-

veloped the whole plain nlid mountain, nnd not n
light could we soo. Wu climbed tho lnll-sid- o how-
ever, nnd sat down under tho leo of some hushes
nnd nwniUd tho clearing up of tho fog nnd clouds.
It wns not long before old Mnunn Loa lifted its
bald hend nlxivu the toH of tho snowy clouds nnd
n brilliant light burst on our iew frotu tho sum-
mit. In n few minutes wo could sea tho whole Hue
of firo along tho summit, down to tho torminnl
crater, whore nn intense bright light fdioual us
that old l'elowns trueto;. herself nnd wns preparing
n Hight for all, seldom to bo seen. An tlio fog grad-
ually cleared from off tho nidos of the inoiint-ni-

wo saw a tremendous rhor of fire pouring
down tho steep (rides. We coald sco it distinctly
down the slojio, till it rait'into the fog bank, which
had sottlcd like a hugo snow bod nil over tlio low-

lands. Tho tiro wns an iutenso white light mid wns
running furiously downwnrd. After wniting till
eleven o'clock, and tho fog not clearing oil tho
plain wo wont backdown to the camp nnd wntched
tho mngniflcont show. About lmlf past twelve the
fog lifting, two of us went up tho side of tho hill
towards Puna to sco the night, nnd whnt n night It
wns. Almost under our feet lny tho end of tho flow
alowly pushing iU wny along through tlio scrub
liminnm. Tlio wholo stream lny before us. Soon
thu moon set, and still it was light enough to sco
to rend. Away abovo us in the heavens shone tho
brilliant fountain hoad, nnd from tiienco to tlio
cud was a continuous stream of liquid lnvn, bright-
er by far than ire, as we could see how polo n lire
looked in comparison wheno cr a bush took firo
nnd burnt up alongside There lay a rivor of flro
lxiforo us at least thirty miles long, every inch of
which was ono bright rolling tide of flro. There
wns not a single break in tho whole length. It di-

vided nbout a mile from tlio ton and ran down
forming a parallelogram, joined ngain, and run
live miles below. Tlio wholo front edge boingahout
three fourths of a milo wide was a most intensely
brilliant light, and as it slowly advanced nnd
rolled over the small trees and scrub, bright flumes
would flnsh up and dio out along its wholo edge.

As wo snt there in tho cool still night watching
it, every nnw nnd then a report as if n cannon broke
on tho stillness, nil nlong the whole line of fire,
caused 1 suppose by tlio Heating or Bir unucr tuo
now lna in tho old lnvn caverns nnd bursting up
through tho crust. Then too occnssionnlU' n deep,
but loud rumbling noise would nlmost start us from
our sents, evidently coming from thu deep re-

cesses of the old mountain, as if it wns spouting
forth its fiery flood. The cannonnde wns very fre-
quent, now rip.Ut close to u and ngain coming
from n distance away up the side of tlio mountain.
I oould compare tho wholo view, with nothing, but
like n streak of chain lighting frozen in its tracks,
ns the fire seemed to come out of tho Heavens, it
wns so far above us. As wo snt there watching it,
all at onco a huge damn of molten lava was thrown
up nliout half wny up the mountain side, and con-
tinued to flow over liko an immense fountain, ns
long as we watched it. "We also saw another stream
of lava start from tho fountain hend and run right
along the top ridgo of the mountain fur nbout two
nillea and then apparently stop. There wns no
fountain throwing up lava on thu top of tho moun-
tain only a steady rushing stream. About hnlf
Fast two we descended to camp and turned in for a

hours sleep.
The next day after hrenkfaat wo mndo a futile

nttompt to reach the flow directly opposite Kalne-ch- n,

hut an tho fog and mist were very thick, gavo
it up.

On my return I ngain roado tho nsoont to whero
wo viewed the lire the night before to determine
tho nositlon of tho wholu flow, lioforo I reached
the pluco thoinitts cleared oil and ) lind a splendid
view. I found that the fire had originally broken
out away up tho luouutniu side
tuo mouuintn to where mo liuw of liUn-- U had
broken out, and at tho same pluoo ngain started
down nnd running over tho old How a unit milo or
no had turned oil on the north side of it and then
hid followed it right down on tho north side until
it reached what is called the middle ground, nnd
tuuu had turned ncrosti tho said ground nnd was
lowing. over tuo om "aa" now on mo norm biuo or

o ground. 1 then returned to the ot tiers
nnd reported what I had seeu. Wo again mounted
our horsei mid in one and one-ha- lf hours touched
thu new (low. Wo took the track from Juilnucha
to Kipukaahiua nnd then followed down tho Hllo
road from the old llullock'sllead to whero it turna
down into tho big Kipuka above Iliiloatolm nt thu
foot of tho desceul (not far from s hero wo find the
ohvloa ao thick). Wo crvtsaed the old flow for
nbout 1000 feet nnd then stood on tho very tilgo of
that flowing riivr of iwk; Oh, what a sight thnt
wusl Not twenty feet from us wns this immense
bed of rockttlouly moving forward with irresist
able force, bearing on iU autfaco hugo rocks mid
iuuuunso bowlders of toils weight, iu water would
carry a toy boat. The wholo front edge was tiu
bright reu luntfs of solid rock iucessnutly breaking
oil from the towering iuium nnd rolling down to
the foot of it, to be ugaiu covered up by another
avalanche of white-h- rocks and aud. The whole
luisa was ut it front edge from Vi to 30 feet iu
hight. Along the wholo lino ot its advance It ryua
one crash ot rolling, eliding, tumbling red-ho- t rock,
Wu could boo iiu fire or liquid lava at all, but the
whole advaitoe Hue of red-h- stonoa nnd scoriiu.
The Utter would frequently run down tho slope
liko water, only all separate in rod-ho- t grains.
There were wu explosion while we were ne.ir thu
How, only a Irvmeudoua roaring like teu thousand
blast f urunoo all a work at ouoo. Tho flow here
was ouly "an," and was ao aa far nawo oould.sit.
What a tremendous heat nroo from its surface.
The whole muss was, on top where no red-hu- t rook
oould be whiu, a dull briok color, lta advance was
very slow, but sure. I do not think it will get over
on to the tlat where thai ko gtovo is, near where
wo tutu to go to Kipukauhluu, for at leoat four
dvs. After that it will ruu much taitter down the
Kipuka above Ualealoha. Well nfter wejot
through looklug at It for a while nnd setting our
sticks pu (ire, wu slatted back for Kaltieeha and
Wnliuea, whero we arrived the next Wednesday
morning, i time for iv&kliwt, haviug sueu a
night wuieti ! ioliVmi teiMt.

Then wUI not be tuuch danger of the flow ever
reaching Milo if it should keen on running the war
it is now, a it will have that liuiuencu valley to flit
up below Pun Oio and Walluku Swamp.

If the flow had not liernhrmmrd
In on tho "middle ground," hut lind followed tho
old 1SV! flow down, it would probably hnvc Ixon
now wllhlii in mllcnof Ililo.

if It k((H on, but It is not probable thnt It
will nm down tho Kipnkaithlnn flnt.

Tho nnfekest wny to reach llioflow Is via Hllo,
ns ono day will bring nny ono to tho flow, nnd it
will tnke nt lensl two dnynftom Knwalhno. I feel
nntlousfor Hilo nnd Minll wntcli further develop-
ments very nnxiouily.

A Visit to the British Ship MacMillan.

TJirongh tlio courtesy of Cnptnin Orry,
Licutonntit It. N. R., wo hnil tlio plcnsiiro
rcocnlly nf going on board tin's vessel,
without exception tho most inngniricrnt
ruid well appointed of nit (ho fine ships tlmt
have entered this bay. On Mrpping over
tho rail wo woro astonished at tho great
oxpanKO of deck which is evidently kept in
splendid order. Tlio vessel wns built by
her owners, Motors. Archibnld JincMillnn
t Sons, of Dumlnrion, nnd hnils from
Glasgow. Sho is 2.'j0.r feet long between
perpendiculars, 320 feet ovor all, from tnfT-ra-il

to jibboom end ; 39 fret t inches in
breadth, and 21 feet depth of hold;

of tho latter sho has a double bot-

tom, 3 feet 8 inches deep, botweon which
thoro aio thrco compartments captblo of
holding 400 tons of water, nnd slio is, wo
bnlievo, tho only sailing vessel fitted in this
manner. Sho wns towed to Vnllejo with
her royal yards crossed nnd not a sack of
wheat on board. This now idea of a
double bottom nnd water ballast has proved
n great boon to tho charterer, Mr. Jtobcrt
fehcehy, as it savcil him sending down 400
tons of stiffening to tlio vessel, andovcntti
ally wo expect nil iron sailing ships to ho
built in this mnnnor, as it is by fnr tho most
economical. After taking on board n conplo
of schooner loads, her donkey cngino wns
sot to work, nnd tho water ballast which
wns taken in at Shanghni was pnmpcd out
of her, taking 12 hoars, and sho proceeded
with Jicr loading. Sho wns then down to
hor " Plimsoll mark," having on board
2421 tons of wheat, besides oO tons of dun-

nage, wood, ship's stores, etc. and as she
only registers 1400 tons sho mny bo con
sidered a good carrier. Her storo rooms
and frcsh-wntc- r tanks nro all aft, mid tho
bos'un's storo rooms nil forward, thus leav-

ing her hold from bulkhead to bulkhead
perfectly clear with ono exception, wliaro
hor pumping goar is arranged, which oc-

cupies a spneo about 4 feet bquaro. Tho
MucMiUan ban four boats on tho skids
abaft tho mainmast. Sho is full rigged
with nothing abovo tho royals and carries
a crew of 28 all told. This may seem
small for so largo n vessel, but it must bo
remembered that sho has two steam winches
on board, nnd sho gets up her anchor by
steam and sots her topsails and

by tho samo mcniiR. Sho flics tho blue
onhign by virtuo of her captain and part of
her crow being in tho ltoyal Naval Re-

serve. Tho ofliccrs and crow nro all in uni-

form, and tho disciplino on board is nearly
the samo ns on a man-of-wa- r. All bands
woro piped to dinner nt tho sound of tho
"bo'suu'a" whistle Sho presented a very
neat appearance 'tween decks, on deck and
nloft. Resides tho bluo ensign nt her penk
sho flow at her main royaliunst ho:id tho
house flng of hor owners, and nt hor bow-

sprit tho merchant jack. Captain Grey,
who has commanded several of tho Mel-
bourne packet ships, including tho Loch
Jotnond, Moch Marce nnd South bkt wo
found most polito and untiring in his ex-
ertions in aiding ns to inspect his lino ship,
nnd moro than ono load of casual boating
parties camo on board by his invitation
during tho day. Wo hoar that on her next
voyngo it is intended that sho carries two
steol steam launches nt davits, so that in
caso of prolonged calms they can bo lower-
ed and tow her. That tho ship is n clipper
may bo judged from tho fact that on leav-

ing Greenock sho was 19 days to tho equa-
tor, nnd passed Anjor on tho 7")th dny out
(fastest passage oti record), roaching
Shanghae on tho 1 1 2th dny. Sho wns 44
days from Shanghao to this port, nnd wont
to 6ca, bciiitr only thrco weeks in our port.
Wo earnestly wibh Cnpt. Grey and his tino
ship MacMiUun n rattling passngo homo
and a speedy return to this port. S.F. JEe.

Why General Grant favors a Reciprocity
Treaty.

Goneral Grant has boon loquncionslntely,
yot still merits his cognomen of tho Silent
--Man, ns when ho speaks ho dues so tersely
nnd to tho point; In short, " ho hits tho
nnil on the head every timo ho strikes " in
his long speech nt Boston on Mexican trade.
His views to-da- y nro what he has held for
many yenrs, confirmed by experience gained
in his travels, nnd may yet bo tnkcu as tlio
wntch-wor- d of the llepubhcnu party as
ngainst what ultimately must bo the pint-for- m

of tho Democrats after their defeat in
November next, viz: Inercaso of trado to
tho United States by commercial troatics,
against a general system of .frco trado, ns
ventilated by tho Democrats in their Cincin-
nati platform, but what has been judiciously
ignored by General Hancock in this elec-
tion ns a "local issue." Tho principlo laid
down by Goneral Grant, commouds itself
to nil conditions of men, nnd moro particu-
larly to conservatives. Tho interests of
this Republic nm not essentially thoso of a
manufacturing community, yet tho manu-
facturing Interests being held by the wealth
nnd brains of tho Republic, command n pre-
ponderating influence in tha policy of the
nation, and nro served by treaties with
countries whoso products do not intorfero
with tho natural products of the United
States. A reciprocity treaty with Mexico,
ns advocated by General Grant, would result
in great benefit to both countries. Mexico
from Honduras to Arizona, with its diver-
sified climate, is unlimited in its capacity
for the production of what wore once lux.
uries but nro now necosMtios, coll'ee, sugar,
tea, rice, cotton, llnx nml wool.
