vigilance of tho proper officials.

We ate happy to know th.it (he officers of

opinio, and regret that after tho miniorous dis-

closures and arrcsU rccontly nude, and ihu
heavy sentences imposed on offenders, that

er' who plays upon raco prejudice.
" Tho country has just been saved fi'om a
" 10,000,000 loan by a vote of 23 against 20
" a narrow escape from n fatal debt." .

Further on: "Things aro working cm ioutly.
" I Tho entire foreign community as-- "

scmbled to protest to tho Jviiigagaiusta new
" Ministry which did not represent the wealth,
" intelligence and character of tho country.
" Of a line of Kings dating from 1820 not ono
" had over touched tho self-respe- ct of his
" subjects by such scandalous appointments.
" A foreign adventurer of a few mouths rcsi-- "

deuce, had by falsehood nnd flattery huin-- "
bugged tho King, and got himsolf appointed

" Minister of Foreign Affnits, with weak men
" for tho other Departments." As to the groat
night in tho Palace grounds, tho Suulh-r- n

rni'Anirin merely says: "All passed off quiet-
ly except one rush of tho regular army lo
arms, occasioned by a cat fight, which was
mistaken for a night attack I"

tti tho Queen's Hospital, but beforo being ad-

mitted w is examined by Drs. McKibbin
nnd lltitcl.ina.nn, who pronounced tho nymptoina
small-pii- x, and had him immediately convoyed
to tho hospital on tho reof where ho was placed
iu charge of an attendant. On T Imrsdiiy night
tho attendant left him a short timo to arrange
his bedding and when ,lio returned, found that
Olscn had committed suicide by cutting his
throat In nn access of delirium. Yesterday
morning as Dr. Hoffman was returning from
his regular visit to the O.thit pfison he met a
man on Mniinakca street who was broken out
with thu smnll-po- x. The Dr. asked him whoro
he cnluo from, and tuld him that lio had thu
smalt. pox, Tho man said ho came front S.in
Francisco and that ho was iu search of it physi-
cian to find out out wh it nllcd hun, Dr Hoff-
man took htm to, tho police station and tlm
authorities sent him In thu hospital ou tho icuf.
lio had been stopping nt S.iwyor's yard since
his arrival here, mid tho man with whom he
has been lodging has also been taken iu chnrgo
by tho authorities. Tho closest vigilance by
tho Heillthaiii(l l'olico officers will ho required
to pruvent tho spread of tho disease, ns this is
thu worst season of tho year for sickness,

stngo. Tho seats are divided into thico
classes. Tho p.uquot is fnst-cliiH- tho front
portion of tho gallery sccond-dns- while tho
back nnd higher porliun of tho gallery, sep-aiat- cd

from llio front scats by a railing, will
contain tho lliiid-cla- ss scats. Tho plnhloicrs
nro now nt work jiiHide and will finish in a
fuw days, when thu scats will bu put in, Tho
stago appliances are lirst-cla- ss iu every parti-
cular, and llio hcciio painter who is hard at
wot k nt present and will bo for somo t i mo to
conic, has enough scciics completed to begin
with. Ho is now' engaged on somo bo.iutilul
nutitinn scenery. It fs expected that the build-
ing will lio ready for uso tho first week iu Jau-
ntily. Tim external nppcaranco is also im.
proved. Tlio corners havo been cementod nnd
tho brick wnlls and thu railing on tho loot'
painted this week. As soon ns the windows
lmvo been finished off and tho painting com-
pleted it will bu u hundsoiuu building.
