‘Derondu's Mother.

A LITERARY PARALLEL,

Crities have been busy of Inte detecting |
prototypes. A temperato and thonghiful
writer has recently allnded to the probable |
identity of the coltured visionary Mordeeai |
in *Daniel Deronda’ with the German |
Kohn, or Cohen; president of a philosophi. |
enl club in Red Lion Sqguare, at one time
nitended by Mr. . H. Lewes, and fully
described in the snme novel ; and a brilliant
vusnyist more recently dircovers Benjamin
Disraoli not merely in Vivian Grey himself,
bot in the ponderons and obtuse TLord
Heaconsfield ®*ofthe ex-Premier’s enrly book.
The reseablance between Mr, Disraeli and
Vivian Groy has been often uwrged, and
probably with as much truth and in the
same sonee as Polham may bo snid to have
been Dulwer, Pendennis Thackeray, and
David Copperficld  Chacles Dickens, inns-
much ns an imaginative writer is keenly
sensible of his own responsibility, and nnt- |
urally endowssome favorite character with
more or less of it—especially when fiction
takes an anto-biographieal form.

The conjunction of the two nnmes,
Disrneli and Deronda, belonging to the
same nationslity, rominds me that none of
theso ingenions critics seem to have looked
for the germ of Leonors, Princess of Halm-
Eberstein, born Charisi, in the mother of
*The Calamities of Authors.” Yet the
points of similarity belween the real Jewess
n& described by hor grand-son and the idenl
Jowess ns painted by George Eliot are re-
marknble enongh to fill an inedited page
of * The Curiosities of Literature. '

The charms, the strong will, the fascina-
tion, the excitable temperament of geniua
tyrannising over and indeed usurping the
place of natural affection are as clearly in-
dieated in the sketch of Mrs. Disraeli as
they are in the study of Leonorn Charisi.
Even the first step which Leonora takes
townrds altering the deatiny of her son had
ite precedent in the annals of Disraeli’s
family. When Deronda, indigoant at the
disguise which lns been thrown around |
him, exclaima, “Then it is not my real |
name ! ' the Princess replies indifferently : |

“Oh, as real ns another, The Jows have Iﬂ\ﬂ\_{l
boon ohaugi g their namea; My father's family
hnd kopt the name of Charisi ; my huaband was a
Charisi. When I eame out as a wo made it
Aloharisi. But there had hoen & branch of the
family who onlled themsolves Doronda, and whoen
1 wanted a name for you...... t t of De-
ronda," - .

In * The Life and Writings of Issac Dis-
racli, by his son, we read :

“My grandfather, who beeamo an  English

Leonora Charigi, in George Eliot's novel,
banighos hor child finally nnd for over nas
she intends and believes in order to free
him from the trammels of race and religion.
Isnnce Disrneli’s parents sent the futnre
gcholar and anthor to Amsterdam for some
years to rouse him from the dreamy ab-
straction daring which he had produaced a
poem, and thereby filled both father and
maother with terror as to his prospects in
life.

When fate and the dread of appronching |

death prove too powerful even for the
Princess's strong self-will, and she at last
gummons her son to her presence in Genoa
in order to reveal their relationship, he
hurries to the interview in a mood of high-
wronght emotion § love, wonder, perplexity,
enthusinsm all aflame with him. The two
interviews between mother and son are, on
both sides, at the snme abnormnl pressure
throaghout — thongh some of Leonora's
tannts nre notanlike “the tart remark and
the contemptnous comment " with which,
says Mr. Disraeli, his grandmother used
freqently to *elicit all the irritability of
the poetie idiosyneragy.” The Princess
Leonora, however cold in her affections, is
passionnte enoupgh in her disclosures and
her unnvailing wrath against destiny.

“The tender yearning after a being
whose life might have been the worse for
not hayving his care and love, the imageo of
a mother who had not had all her dues
whether of reverence or compnssion, hnd
long been seoretly present with him in his
observation of all the women he had come
near. When Deronda presented himself at
the door of his mother's apartment in the
Jtalia he felt some revival of his boyhood,
with its prematore agitations. He had
lived through so many idenl meetings with
his mother, and they had seemed more real
than this! "

The Princess givea her hand to her son,
looking at him *“examiningly. " ** Then
she kissed him on each cheek, and he re-
turned her kisses, But it was something
like n greeting between royalties. "

When the period of Isaac Disraeli's edu.
cational exile was at an end he prepared to
rejoin his mother with feelings of sensitive
tenderness, and was received by her with
chilling scrutiny, the very forshadowing of
George Eliot’s creations, But into the
real interview that ludicrons element en-
tered which so often blends with our strong-
est emotions. Instead of being shaken in
her impassive dignity by involuntary nd-
miration, and ejaculating, like the Princess
Lieonora of Halm-Eberstein, * Yon aren
heautiful creature!" the first Mrs, Beo.
jamin Disracli was rovolted by her son’s
appearance. Nor had the mental discipline
imposed npon him cured his objectionnble
bent to poetry and seutiment. lsaac Dis.
raeli, says his illustrious son, returned to
Eugland a diseiple of Rongsean.

# He had exercised his imagination dur-
ing the voyage in idenlizing the interview
with his mother, which was to be conduacted
on both sides with sublime pathos. He
was prepared to throw himself on bhis
mother's bosom, to bedew her hands with
his tenrs, and to stop her own with his lips;
but, when' he entercd, his strange appear-
ance, his gaunt figore, his excited manuer,
his long bair, and his unfashionable vostume
only filled her with a sentiment of tender
(?) aversion ; she broke iuto derisive laugh-
ter, aud noticing his intolerable, garments,
she reclutantly lent him her cheek. "

With these words Mrs. Beujumin Disraeli
disappears from her grandson's pages.
But we have seen enongh of ber to be
justified in concluding either that his vigor.
ous outdine, enlarged and filled up, shadod
here and heightened in color there, lo l‘ha
usos of the story by the transcendent genins
of George Eliot, supplied the origioal of
Leouora Charisi, Princess Halm-Eberstein;
or that such striking coincidenees of fecling
and situstion soppose in the novelist w
marvellons intuition of the possibilities of
Jewish character,
