Ho uftui wauls studied law,
and for soiuu time taught iu schools nt Ports,
mouth, X. II., his native cily, and Itoston, In
1810 .Mr. Harris camo out by way of tho
Isthmus to California. This joiirnoy was at
that time made by canoe and mules from
Colon to Pnp.imu, aud ihenco generally by
sailing vessel to S.m Francisco, ami wua a
continual experience of danger aud discomfort.
