Details of the Capture of Lima.

The battles, ift snch they may be ealled,
begnn with an attack mnde nt dawn of
Thursday, January 1ith, on the right centre
of the Pernvian line which occupied the
heights of San Junn, and was made by Col.
Liynch, his own ling being nenrly in fronu
of tho Peruvinn right nnd extending from
Mono Solar to San Joan,

{

Genernl Sotomnyor, with the second di-
vision, and Col. Tnyos, with the third,
formed the contre and right of the Chilian
line, but nrrived somewhat Inter and after
Lynch's division was well engnged. The |
fight lasted till about 7 am,, when the :
Peruvinn line was complelely broken and
their position at Snn Junn eaptured.  But
it still continned townrds the extremo right,
the batteries on the hills, and the troops in
Chorrillos resisting, and a fierce charge was
mndo on those positions, which were thkon
aboot noon, with heavy loss on both sides,
the remuant of the Peruvian troops, cut off
by the eapture of Barranco, esenping by the
bench to Mirnflores, which henceforth be-
ecame the Peravinn right,

Sr. Pierola narrowly esenped captuore.
His nides dispersed, and ouly two foreign
officers necompnnied him. The panic in
Limn wns extreme, and vuly allayed by of-
ficinl telegrams from the front, announcing
that the positions at San Juan had been re-
enptured (which of course, was utterly un-
true).

The Pernvian regulars are said to have
behaved very badly, dispersing and de-
mornlizing the whole army. The earnnge
in Chorrillos is deseribed ns fearful. The sol-
diery, maddened nt being fired at from
windows and housetops, could not be re-
gtrained, and not n single house remnins of
all the beautiful ranchos ; all were fired and
destroyed either that day or the next,

The wounded begnn to nrrive in great
numbers, and were conveyed at ouce in
atrotchers to the Exhibition buildiug, con-
veorted into a tomporary hospital. In this
task, foreigners almost exclusively oeccu-

ied themselves; the self-elected members
of tho red cross organizations, who had
gwarmed on the stroets by thousands doring
the lnst few dnys, looking on in gratified
jdlenoss, They were too lazy or too high-
toned to do guard duty over the city, which
they tarned over to the protection of the
foreigners, and were now too dainty to
succor their own woumltjtl. '1'1.:1_1 task wns
left to the very men &till smarting under
tho sanse of unjustice from outrageous fines
of two days lml;llu-e, and they porformed it

CGerman Minister had fallen and hort hime
solf, but was otherwise uninjured, the
others unhnrt, Towards sunset, many offi-
cers nrrived from the front, all stating that
the Chilians hnd been driven baek. A small
extrn was published stnting the same news,
but still I was incredulons, At halfpnst
six, I snw and heard firing from the bat-
teries on the top of San Dartolme, near
the extremeo left of the Pernvian line, 1 at
once surmised that the reports hitherto re-
ceived were suspicious and the rapid fill-
ing of the sirects with armed stragglers
wis only confirmatory of the econjectures.
Atabout 4 rou., the next day, Sunday, the
10ith, Captain Astete, 'refect of Callno, nr.
rived with some twelve or fifteen hondred
men and marched around the city, trying |
to deaw thoe stragglers into his ranks, with |
but partinl success, for by nightfull they
nll nhandoned him and cither straggled bnek
to Calino or wandered ahout the streets,
firing their rifles and only adding to the
genernl alarm and confusion. T fried to
go to the legation at 7 r.a.; bot the firing
in the plaza was so henvy and continvons
that I thought my first duty was to those
who had souglhit refuge under my flag and,
nt some risk, succeeded in regaining my
honse where I, of course, passed another
sloeploss night.

On Sonday, the 16th, the fall trath be-
enmo known, The Chilian troops had ear- |
ried Miraflores and its defences at the point |
of the bayonet. The army of Peru was
dishauded, The supremo chief had fled
with a handful of followers. The remnants
of the reserves were told to go to their
homes, and the victorious General was
awaiting within o lengueof the city to kuow |
under what terms he could enterit. The
Minister of Ioreign Affnirs, Don Pedro
Juse Calderon, with the rest of the Cabinet,
had fled, and there was no government left
save that of Don Ruofael Torrieo, Alealde
of the vity, nnd his jurisdiction extonded no
further than the gates of Limna, He knew,
ns did we all, that for the Chilinn troops to
enter then would be to risk the insane folly
of some iguorant straggler who might, by
n shot in bravado, draw down the destruct-
ive vengeiinee of ten thousand men, fresh
from the fields ol Tarapaen, Tacona and
Ariea, npon the innocent city of Limn, The
doy drew slowly to its close, nnxicly upon
every faco and dread in every heart. It
wans known that hundreds of hungry sol-
diers were ronming nbout the streets with-
ont food or money, and in the aflernoon
sundry provision stores of the Chinese in
the low quarter had nlready been sacked by
the mob, There was oo police, no authority
to whom to appeal. The foreign guard had
been violently disbanded nnd lad become so
sentiered that it would have been extremely
difficalt to get them together for concerted
nction, and darkness settlud ovver the
enpitnl, while every sense was oversiraine
ed in expeotation of some dire cainstrophe,
sines the conquoring army awaited at our
gates, aud within we were at the meroy of
the mob,

As the night ware on, the ruffinnly ole-
ment erept from its laivs, enger for plon.
der. The deserted streets oflered tempting
bribes to the hungry and desperate and,
while the night was yel young, a precons
certed onslnught seemed to be made on the
humble shops or costlier wnrehouses of the
unfortunnte Chinese, The district around
the market nffurded n wide field for vil.
lainy, and soon the skies were crimson
with tho flnmes ns shop after shop was
battered in with the rle fmm. the territied
owners bayoneted or shot down and the
loot secured. Nor was this the only dis-
triot attacked ; opposite the bank of Peru,
oppusite  the Maury  hotel, in
fuot, throunghout the entive city the devilish
work went on, and gathering bolduess from
inpunity, tho mob began dashisg kerosene
upon the doors of houses, aud endeavoring
to imitate the Commune in all ite horrors,
It looked ns though Lima were to become
a socond Moscow. The roar of the flames,
the vrack of the rifles, the yells of the mob
furmed a demonine symphouy whose deepor
notes were the successive explosivus of the
forta aud mngagines of Callao where Cn'gt.
Astete, before flecing himself, tired the
floet and blew up the fortificatious, and
where sack aund pillage were in full blast,
