chet was delivered by the Marshal on board the
Nassau and went to sea in her, as contented as

The ** Honoluly Lyceum,” which as before
stated grew out of a juvenile debating society,
was a flourishing institution in 1838, They
met in the room of the hook and ladder com.

At the
election in January, 1859, the officers elected
were E. A, Heydon, President; W, Fetters,
Viee-President ; Samuel C, Armistrong, Sccre-
tary; F. Bindt, Treasurer; J. E. Chamber-
lain, editor of the Anonymons, i manuserip
munthly, the contents of which wete contribi.

January 20th, 1859, died James W, Marsh,
a tiative of Burlington, Vermont, aged 30 years.
Mr. Marsh was a lawyer by profession, for
which e was eminently qualified by a thorough
legal tmining.  He fell a vietim of consump-
tion having come to the Islands 1oo late for re-
covery.

January 17th, R G, Davis was appointed
Pulice Magistrate of Honoluly in place of |,
P, Griswold who resigned to return to the
States, Mr. Griswold had for several years
very acceptably filled the offie, being a thor-
ough lawyer as well as an accomplished gentle-
man. Mr. Davis was a half-caste educated in
Hoston, whither he was taken when a child,
He had been in mercantile pursuits, failing in
which he took up the study of the law. In
this, his thorough previous education and his
natural talents availed 1o make him a first class
lawyer, Fle subsequently rose to the position
of Second Associate Justice of the Supreme
Court,  In those days, twenty years ago, when
in the fall of the year we frequently had as
many as a hundred foreign ships in this port at
one time, the post of Police Magistrate was
ane of the most laborious under the govern-
ment.

The total value of imports al these Islands
for the year 1858, was $1,080,660.60, over
$40,000 less than that of the previous year;
the exports amounted to $787,082.08 (including
some $257,000 worth of oil and bone), an in-
crease over the previous year of $141,550.08,
The exports of sugar fooled up 1,204,060 s,
an increase aver 1857 of 503,505 s, while of
cofice we sent abroad only 58,521 s against
311,807 s in 1857. The blight in Kona and
elsewhere was the cause of this great falling off
& cofive, and the plantations have never since
recovered from its withering efiects,
