When buying dress
materials it is far better to have fully
decided upon what one wants and the
number of yards required before mak-
ing the purchase. Many buyers let
the clerk decide for them, and this
is hard both on the saleswoman and
the customer. There is no reason why
one should not go to several stores
and price the materials, and when they
are found it is sometimes wise to go
away and think it over and, if wash
material is under consideration, to
take a sample and see whether or not
it will, stand laundering. Of course,
the woman who i has untold wealttt
docs .'not have to do thist but there
are many who unconcernedly-bu- y the
first, thing that is shown them and
leave the store usually dissatisfied.
