According ‘to the Honolulu
Custom House report there was im-|
ported from foreign countriés $335,
88.00 worth of liguor in 1911. ", The
value of beer manufactured in Hono-
luln was  $100,050, according to the In.
ternational . Review, Value of forti-
fied wines manufactured in the Ter-
pitory was; according to the .inter-
national Review $43,593.00, and I am
informed on good duthority that about
one-half. of the wine manufactured
the Territory is seld before it is for-
tified, as-there is ‘no revenue tax onl
sweet wines.
