Waikiki beach.

There will be a special meeting
of: the njne memlers of the Duke Ka-
hanamoku fund committee next Tues-
day afternoon In the office of W. T.
Rawlins at 4 o'clock for the purpose
of taking final action in the matter
of clearing up the deal for the pur-
chasing of a house and lot at the
Leach for the champion. The house
and property which have been decided
upon by tne. committee belongs to

VV R. Castle, who has fixed a price
of J 1800 upon it; The warrant deed
for this property Jias been prepared
and will be submitted to the com-
mittee for its approval.

- Attorney Rawlins, who has acted as
Duke'a manager and who has had
charge of the selection of a proper
site and building, has finally gained
the consent of the champion and . his
father to accept the house which has
been chosen,. ao. that there remains
nothing to be settled Jurther on this
point. The Duke fund committee now
has on hand $2252.95, which forms
the contributions of the people of
Hawaii toward A suitable reward for
Kahanamoku in 5 representing Hawaii
at the' Olympic games last year and
his work in winning the " world's
championship. After the (house and
lot are paid for, there will.be left out
of this amount more than four hun
dred dollars. A portion of this will
be expended inrnaking the necessary
improvements "about the . property,
and the remainder will be placed in
the .hands of a'

LEASE OF FORT
STREET PROPERTY

Tidney Spltzer has made a lease of
19,380 s.quare feet of land at Fort and
Kukul streets. .to Bunkl Aoyama for
twenty years from May 1 next. For
the first ten years the rental will be
$iS00 a year in equal, monthly pay-
ments, for the next fiye years $2400
a year and for the-- fast five years
12700 a year. Within the first year
the lessee must erect buildings and
improvements to cost at least $3000.
He Is also required to pay all taxes,
sewer "and water rates and assess-
ments for street improvements, avoid
having the premises used for any un-
lawful purposes, observe all board of
health regulations and keep the prop-
erty Insured for. not less than ?5000
In companies approved by the lessor.

Mr. Spltzer bought the property a
month ago for. $15,000, and the rental
he is going to receive from the lessee
will make a lucrative return on the
investment .

SUGAR COMPANIES
LEASE CANE LANDS

J. A. Maguire has made a lease of
lands in Hamakua to Pacific Sugar
Co.. one piece of 160 acres and one of
220 acres "at Keahakea, and one of
156.5 acres at Kukuihaele, for fifteen
years from Juy at $1700 a
year in half-year- ly payments.
