COUNTY BONDING

The report of the judiciary commit-
tee recommending the passage of H. B.
250, which will enable counties to is-
sue bonds, was submitted to the sen-
ate this morning. The report was
temporarily deferred and will proba-
bly be taken up late this afternoon.

Numerous amendments are pro-
posed; the most important one, Sena-
tor Judd stated, was that reducing the
amount of county bond issues from 3
per cent of the valuation of the prop-
erty to 2% per cent. ' The others have
more to do with the procedure under
the measure,

At the meoting last night the merits
of the bill were gone into, and the
question of the marketability of the
securities was discussed. Though
there was a divided opinlon on wheth-
er the bonds cculd be disposed of. the
committee leaned to the opinion that
there should he no trouble in market-
fing them, and the opinion was reiter-
ated in the renort.
