BUT WOT VHEW

T REPORTED

Attorney E. W. Sutton Satisfied
with Appraisers Until They

Name Property Figure

Attorney E. W. Sutton yesterday
refused to abide by the figures of
the board of appraisers, .to whose ap-

pointment he had consented, and in-

sists that the ten acres at Kalihi
which the territory desires as a part
of the new prison site is worth more
than $1500 an acre, the value fixed
by the majority of the board. As a
result there will be no compromise
between the territory and Mrs. Eliza-
beth K. Meyer, the owner, and At-
torney General Thayer today will file
in circuit court a - motion to set the
condemnation proceedings for trial.

Mrs. Meyer asked $25,000 for the
tract The territory figured it was
worth only about $6000. By mutual
consent of Mrs. Meyer's counsel and
the attorney general, the governor ap-
pointed L. C. Abies, F. E. Steere and
J. W.' Pratt as a board to appraise
the property and fix Its value.

Abies and Steere agreed on the
$1500-per-acr- e figure, while Pratt re-

turned a $2000 valuation. Attorney
Sutton held out for the latter, refus-
ing to accept the majority estimate.

Condemnation proceedings in the
court will ensue, asneither side can
agree on a compromise.
