HAVE QUITE A HISTORY;

HOW THEY: WERE NAMED

; "Very few pcotrc now that the In-iia- n

JIotDcycie was named three years
btfere it was even conceived," says
J. V. Harry, of E. O. Hall A Son, loc-

al distributer for the gasolia proto-
type of the red man. "It is an In'er-- t
sting story, is the Insida chapter of

the birth cf tho Indian," he continues.
"In 1837 the Hendee Manufacturing
Co." was building Silver King, and Sil-

ver.-: Queen' bicycles, gentlemen's and
ladles' models,' respectively, in Spring-
field, Mas3. Us business was pretty
healthy fcr that ixrrioJ. when the (b-
icycle boom had spent itself, and the
"bottom was dropping out" of many
plants, the annual output being in
neighborhood cf 4,000 machines. Inci-
dentally the company enjoyed consid-
erable export business transacted
through New York commission hous-
es. These shipments consisted of
what wer2 known as "name-plate- " bi-

cycles. '.- .-

"When a commission firm placed an
order calling for 100 bicycles or so.
tue title of this particular lot of ma-
chines was specified, also, and name
plates attached accordingly. In the
course of time,' naturally, a large
quantity . of Hendee buiit bicycles
went aoroad under all sorts cf names.
Practically all cf these machines Were
identical save in name, and some-
times the color. For . some time the
company had been opposed to this
practice, and finally; resolved to take
the bull by the horns, even at the
cost of losing 'considerable business.

"President rienuee made a trip to
New York, and took the matter up
with the commission houses.

At the factory, however, the
new ine was referrreu to as "Indian"
for short It was not long before Pres
Ident Hendee came to a full realiza-
tion of the value of the name he hid
chesen, and he decided to drop all
other lines and build Indian bicycles
