This rate eould be the present sec-
ond zone rate, as at present applies
to Kohala and Kona and part of He-
makua, or a slightly higher rate; it
should not be so High as the present
third zone rate. There is a vast]
difference between 5 cents for the
first pound with 1 cent additional,
and 7 cents for the first pound, and
o cents per pound additional.
