[ERRITURY AFTER
INHERITANCE TAX
INMGREW ESTAIE

Should the territory succeed in col-
lecting an inheritance tax from the
beneficiaries, of the late Dr. John S.
McGrew it will recover a tax on a
total of $196,107, as this is the total
value placed on the estate by R. R.
Reidfor*l, the appraiser recently ap-
pointed by Judge Whitney. The es-
tate consists of $122 952 in real estate
and $73.156 in personal property. The
heirs are Mrs. C. B. Cooper, wife of
Dr. Cooper, of Honolulu, and John
Tarn McGrew, the artist now resid-
ing at Paris, France.

There 18 some question whether the
territory is entitled to an inheritance
tax of any kind, and this i8 to be de-
termined by litigation, which already
has been started, in Circuit Ju.'ge
Whitney's court, Assistant Attorney
general A. G. Smith representing the
territory, and the firm of Smith, War-
ren, Hemenway & Sutton represent-
ing the estate, which at present is
beld in trust by the Trent Trust Com-
pany.

it appears that on June 10, 1911,
McGrew placed his entire property in
the hands of the trust company under
a deed of trust which gave it all to
his heirs. He retained a life interest,
rwhich amounted, the territory avers,
to the entire !neome and such other
profits as acerued from the estate,
the heirs receiving no benefit until
after his death, which oceurrc' No-
vember 17, 1911. The trust company,
repreaeutlug ‘the bereliciaries, assert
the reversion o¢f the estate to the
heirs does not amount to an inheri-
tance because it was transferred by
title to them long before McGrew died.
The territory sets up the claim that
as the possession and full enjoyment
cf the property did not go to them
until McGrew's demise, it, is in effect
and in fact an inheritance, gnd sub-
ject to the inheritance®tax law.
