! Hawaii. Good cacao beans have been
obtained from the few trees which are
growing in the territory, The U. S. ex-
periment station made some tests with
cacao in 1904 in Hilo, but cacao has
never received commercial attention
in Hawali. It is worth doing. The
voung trees need shade. Bananas be-
tween the rows of ecacao trees will
do this. It can't be too warm for ca-
cao. Low elevations are best. The
trees must be protected from the
wind.

MILLIONS FOR
PUBLIC SCHOGLS

Cost California Over Twenty-
five and One-half Millions
During Last Year

EACH PUPIL IN SCHOOL
MEANS $17.35 EXPENSE

Education of Nearly Half-mil-
lion Children Causes a Big
Jump in Expenditures

[By lLatest Mall]

SACRAMENTO. — (alifornia spent
$25.554,919 for the education of 447,
016 children who attended the public
schools of the state during the fiscal
year, which ended June 30, 1913. This
sum represents an increase over 1911
of $1,576,298.77, and is exclusive of ap-
proximately $4.000.000 expended for
State Normal schools and the Univer-
sity of California.

The figureg were announced today
by Job Wood, Jr., statisticlan in State
Superintendent Hyatt's office. The
money was spent as follows:

Elementary schools—Teachers’' sal-
aries, $10,694,708.07; supplies, 33,330,
616.22; bufldings, $3,174,592.79; books

The total enrollment in the elemen-
tary schools for the year wag 277,943,
of which 197,861 were boys and 180,
(X2 were girls. This represented an
enrollment gain of 20,998 over 1912. In
the high schools 58,078 pupils were
enrolled of which 26,831 were boys
and 31,658 girls. This was an increase
of 10,668 pupils. In the kindergartens
2529 boys and 5466 girls were enrolled,
a gain of 1282 over the previous year.

school was maintained totaled 297,884,
In the high school the average at-
tendance for 187 days was 42,852 and
in kindergartens 5707.

To teach the 447,016 children enroll-
ed in the public schools last year 14.-

number 12,830 were women aud 2184
were men,

In high school
teachers were enlisted, of which 1595
were women and 1049 men. In the
clementary schools the number of
teachers was 11,558, of which 10,468
were women and 1085 were men. All
of the 317 kindergarten teachers were
women.

Wooden Schools Predominate. &’

Wooden school buildings still pre—
dominate in California. Of the 263
high schools 117 are built of wood, 86
of brick. 42 of concrete and eight of
stone. Of the 4273 elementary school
huildings 3927 are wooden. 258 are
brick, 63 are concrete and 25 stone.
Forty-seven kindergarten structures
are wooden and four are brick.
