Jacob Coerper, {ormer manuager
the Kona sugar company and a well
known resitent o the sland of Ha
waii, is asking Congress for a 66-
franchise for the dis-
tricts of North and South Kona, Kau
and North and South Kohala

News of Lthe application by Coerper
comes as a complete
surprise to most of the transportation
men of the islands, though officials
of the Kona Development Company
and West Hawaii Railrogd Company,
both closely allied,. said this morn-
ing that Coerper has been talking
somewhat of such a move.. These two
companies are closely allied in the
development of the same region as is
to be severed by Coerper's railroad—
in case it materializes.

The franchise application was made
to Congress on Janunary 23 of this
yvear, in the form of a bill intreduced
in the  name of Delegate Kalanaiana-
ole and referred to the committee on
territories and ordered printed.

The franchise asked In the name of
“Jacob Coerper, trustee, his associates,
successors and assigns.” The right Is
to be granted to construct and oper-
ate a railway for passengers, freight
or other purposes and “by steam, elec-
tricity or any other power coming into
