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, : After spending a day at ; Athens,
looking over the city, we set.satI and
started fcr Constantinople. We reach-
ed . the ' entrance of "the Dardanelles
or what was called In ancient times,
the Hellespont. early the next 'morn-- ,
lng. vjftre we had to wait for several
steamers to come out. ;; The - whole
place was heavily mined and the chin
rel so narrow' that lt-'w-as dangerous
to attempt to pass; an Italian freight
steamer started In ahead cf ns .arid

: three shots ; were fired "at ner. two
blanks and on solid shot fired over ner
bow, which made her heave to,' after
a while several Turkish ' war vessels
came cut and a launch : proceeded
ahead and we started on op the chan-
nel with 12 or.l steamers following.
When we reached the sea of Malmorla,
the launch left us and we steamed on
up Into the Golden horn-- ; to the old
city of Constantrne. We had carriages
and were driven around the city. Vis-
ited the big museum but did not have
time to inspect it properly. : Then we
visited the mosque of St. Sofia. , This
is a, very large and handsome cathed-
ral built : by Ccnstantlne and was a
Christian church until Constantinople
was captured by an Asiacic tribe of
Turks. After massacring the inhab-
itants. one of the chieftains: rode into
the temple on a horse, tramping many
down who were praying for "help ; He
rode up to a pillar in the church and
clapped his bloody hand on the pillar,
leaving the Imprint of hi .hand, which,
can i be seen to this day.' ; The beau-
tiful temple was afterwards converted
into a'I Mohammedan mnsque and is
auch today. It w?s beautifully decorat-e- a

with troldi precious stones, etc. Some
of. the Mohammedans wanted to tear
all these fine decorations out 'as they
were against the writings of the JCoran
but the sultan- - said no, let them re-
main. There may be another, religion
coming up which will be better than
ours and we can use It then," so every
thing was : white washed 1 5 and now
some of the beautiful work can be seen

Those ot our party
who expected to spend 12 days m the
Holy Land had their bundles and bag-
gage all marked, checked Jand plied
upon the deck ready to be transferred

: Going back' in ancient.' history." the
tract of land . on which. Jerusalem
stood was known as' Jerus, as it is
spoken in the book of Jos'. 10-1-5. The
inhabitants were called Jebusltes,' but
various- - translatioiis or ihe word .have
changed the name, .JeSusJebwsalem,
then Jerusalem, which has .stuck .to
the; city, as the name Fas - changed
by order ' of Hadrean, who had the
name put on;the Roman coins used In

This hall wa a
mass of low stone arches about 6 feet
high,' as I Jcguld reach up and touch
the", top. ; They - said ht the. time of
the trial, they were much higher, but
the, accumulation of dust and dirt of
ages have fill ItA up, but as 'I stood
on a flag stone floor I had little faith
in the story. The ; buildings , must
have been built all on the same plans,
as I was Iri another building of the
same kind, and was taken into ; a
room where the last supper was held.
They: claim they, have a piece of the
table upon which the last supper .was
served.
