ful effects of drunkenness among his
own people, especially in the youth of
the land, and then proceeded to plead
for a forward movement on the part
cf the church In the matter of prohi-
bition.

John W. Wadman, D. D., super-
intendent of the Anti-Salo- on League
of Honolulu delivered an able ad-

dress on the subject of Temper-
ance." which he illustrated with some
CO excellent slides that were made for
the express purpose of this lecture at
Wailuku. He will use them subse-
quently on lecture tours throughout
the Islands, and will add somewhat
to them as time goes by.
