| These duplicate vouchers are to be
gent to the treasurer so that he can
at once check a claim for money when
it ig presented to him.

Says Office Overworked.

Clerk Kalauokalani explained that it
i{s a physical impossibility for his of-
fice to observe the law now, that the
office is overburdened with work ani
that as these duplicates would have
{to be signed by the clerk or his dep-
luty the labor was too great.

“The law does not allow us to as-
sign this work to any clerk,” gsail
Kalauokalani. “1 or my deputy must
sign the papers. The primary law re-
guirements, the great register work
coming with the political season and
the growth cf the general work of the
eclerk’s office are such that we simply
can't do ahh the work.”

: A suggestion was made by Breckons
that the claim and warrant should
be one document and this was heartily

,indorsed by Treasurer McCarthy. The
treasurer also agreed with a sugges-
tion by Chairman Elliot that there
should be an independent auditing
system: or else that there be a city
controller to act as a disbursing agent
and the auditor audit the books of
the treasurer, clerk, ete. Commission-

ler Williamson suggested that it might
be possible to do away with the audi-
tor's office entirely and to have a war-
rant clerk and perhaps another clerk
in the treasurer’s office.

i Loopholes in Warrant System.

Loopholes in the system of regis-
tering warrants and their subsequent
movements were shown, Treasurer
Mc('arth) admitted that he has no
;certain way of checking signatures in
paying out money on warrants—that
the only signature check is in the
auditor’s office.

He stated also that in dealing in
registered warrants with local banks
