Every ship coming Into Kew York
harbor from a foreign port must lie to

light for some time.

It is stated that the company will
place the steamer Nevadan, now un-

dergoing repairs at Esquimau, due to
running into the breakwater at San
Pedro, on the route from San Fran-
cisco to the - Sound and handle New
York freight! by this steamer; The
other vessels. will go direct from San
Francisco to the islands and load su-

gar for the 'Atlantic coast. When the
service will be resumed is not known,
but it is expected that, with the com--

pletion of the Panama canal,' when
the long trip through the Straits of
Magellan can be dispensed with,, the

--American-Hawaiian company will go
back to the old schedule.

Shipping men declare that with the
Matson line cutting out" two of their
steamers from the Sound to Honolulu
and other ports of the islands from
Puget Sound, it will give the islands
a very poor service from, Puget Sound
and place a handicap on ' the mills
here, which have been, shipping lum-

ber there. This cargo has been large-
ly" handled by' the American-Hawai-Ia- n,
