back to the sanbject of safeguard-
ing Servian soverelgnty when
p:;ace terms were to be conclud-
ed.

I added very earnestly that at
the present moment the Austro-
Servian affair wids secondary to
the danger of a European conflag-
ration, and I made every effort
to show the minister the great.
ness of this danger.

It was impossible to change
Sazonof"s mind on the point that
Russia could not desert Servia
now.

Similarly the military attaches at

Petersburg reported by telegraph
on the 29th as follows, regarding an |
interview with the chief of the gen-
eral staff of the Russiag army:

The chief of the general staff
asked me to call and informed me
that he had just come from His
Majesty. He stated that he had
been instructed by the minister
for war {o assure me again that
everything had remained the same
as it had been explained to me
by the minister two days ago. He
offered mie a written confirmation
and gave me his word of honor in
the most formal manper that mo-
bilization had  begun nowhere,
that is o say, not a single man
or horse had beem Jevied op to
that hour, three o’clock in the af-
ternoon. He stated that he could
not answer for the future, but he
coytld - declare most emphatically
that mo mobilization was desited
by His Majesty in the districts
touching. on our boundary. How-
eveér, many reports have reached
here and also Warsaw and Vilna
of the levying of reservists in va-
rious paris of the empire. I there-
fore told the general that I was
confronted with a riddle as the
result of his announcements to
me. On his word as an officer he
repeated, however, that such re-
perts were untrue; that a false
alarm may have been raised here
and there.

The assembling of troops on
the East Praussian border and the de-
claration of a state of war in all im-
portant ces on the Russian west
ern boundary n5 longer left any doubt
of the fact that Russian mobilization
was actively golog on against us,
| while at the same time all such meas-
hrres were denied anew on word of
honor to our representative at St
Petersburg. Even before the reply
to the last English-Gorman mediation
proposal, the basis of which must
have been Enown in St. Petersbufg,
cotild resch Berlin from Vienna, Ras-
gia ordered a general mobilization. On
the same day an exchange of tele-
grams took place between his maj
esty. the Kaiser and King and Czar
Nicholas in which his majesty called

Even beforg this telegram reached
it destination the mobilization of the
entire Russian fighting force, which
had been ordered in the forenoon of
the same day, opénly directed against
us was in full swing. The Czar's
telegram, however, was sent at 2
o'clock in the afternoon.

After the  mobilization Dbecame
known in Bériin, the imperial ambds-
sador 4t St. Petersburg was ordered
on the afternoon of July 31 to advise
the Russian government that Ger.
many had declared a state of war as
a counter move to ihe mobilization
of the Russiah ermy and pavy, which
would have to be fellowed by mobi
Hzation umless Russia ceased her
military preparations against Ger-
many aod Austria-Hungary within
twelve hours, and so adviee Germany.

At the samé time the imperial am-
bassador at Paris was directed to re-

guest an explanation from the Frénch
government within elghteen hours aa
tn whether, in the ease of a Rusgo
German war, ﬁanc‘ would remaln
neatral.

The Russian government destroyed
the painstaking mediatory work of
the RBuropean, state chancelleries,
shortly before its successful outeome,
by her mobilization which endanger-
ed the safety of the German empire.
The mobilization measures, concern-
ing the seriousness of which to the
Russian government no doubt was al
Jowed to arise from the beginning,
together with her continued denial,
show clearly that Russia des!red the
war.

The imperial ambassador at St. Pe-
tersburg delivered the message that
had been given to him for Mr. Sazo-
nof on July 31 at midnight

After the expirafion of thetime iHm-
it set for Russia without the receipt
of an apswer to our iagquiry, hiz Ma-
jesty the Emperor and King ordered
the miobilization of the entire German
army and the imperial navy at 5 p. m.
on Aug. 1. In the meantime the im-
perial ambassador at St, Petarsburg
had been instructed to hand a declars-
tion of war to the Russian govern-
ment in case no favorable reply was
issued before the expiration of the
time limit. However, before a report
regarding the execution of this order
arrived, Russian troops crossed our
