$1,000,000 TO MEXICO
IN CUSTOMS DUTIES

[By Latest Mail]

WASHINGTON.—As a result of
American administration of the Vera
Cruz customs office, the Carranza gov-
ernment will receive a cash baiance
of more than §1,000,000, General
Huerta had pledged the customs re-
ceipts as security for a loan obtained
in France, but officials here take the
view that the Uaited States should
turn the money over to the govern-
inent in Mexico City, leaving it to that
authority to determine its disposition.
The gross customs receipts up to
August 29 were $1,800,000, from which
was deducted about $690.000 for cus-
