AT EIGHT BELLS

With the clanging ol eight bells cn
board the shipping In Honolulu harbor
this morning, a blaxe of vari-colore- d

bunting acnded the masts of nine of
.the German vessels nov detained in
these waters, the most gaily decorated
being the little unprotected cruiser

t Geier, the occasion being the birthday
'of Empress Victoria of Prussia. ,v

The order to ft-es-a ship came to the
several risiung vessel masters yes
terday through German Consul George
Kodlek. The small freighter Locksun,
riding at anchor more than a mile off
the .entrance to the channel, followed
the action of the larger merchantmen
now at berths at territorial and pri-
vate wharves, the mass of colors flash-
ing in the sunlight simultaneously
with the display made In the harbor.

BUT MAY YET

PLAY, IS STORY

Honolulans will learn, with a sen S3
of personal relief that Fritz Kreisler,
the noted violinist, has not been killed
In the European war, as was reported.
'. The report that Kreisler, the famous
violinist, was wounded, was no press
agent story, after all, but a plain
statement of fact. A letter from Mr.
Kreisler to John Rothschild of San
Francisco tells how it happened and
encloses a clipping from the "Neues
Wiener Tagblatf the paper, by the
way, has shrunk to the proportions of'
a quarto page telling how it happen-- .

sacks on the 6th of September that
the misadventure occurred.

Is Thrown Into Ditch.

was thrown ' into a ditch. Before I

lost consciousness, and while lying onj
my back, I bad strength and time to
uiveri lanni vi a lauee uj a-- uui eat--

ened , pistol shot. When I regained
consciousness I realized that my ord-
erly had missed and found me.
