At the conclusion of his
meditation on the topic of meters-or-,
no-meters, Mr. Whitehonuse annuunr-ﬁd|
that he had arrived at the definite |
conclusjion that the fault s in IIIP’
brand of meters now in use and not |
with the water. '

Although neither Whitehouse or
Mavor Lane will admit it on direct|
questioning, it is commgnly hnlwnd!
that Whitehouse will assume the role
of city engineer in place of Wall Febh-
ruary 1. Lane does not deny it, nei
ther does Whitehouse, so. inasmuch
as Wall has received what amounis
to motice to resign by January 31. me-
ters probably will be the principal
item on the waterworks budget during|
the Lane administration.

Mavor Lane in his inaugural ad-
dress spoke strongly in favor of wa
ter meters. He was considerably
taken by surprise, therefore, when wa-
ter consumers having meters com-
plained that they were heing taxed on
a flat-rate basis. City Engineer Wall
explained that the meters were not
working properly, they were cheating
the city, and for that reason, he ex-
plained, he had sent out the flat-rate
bills. He further volunteered the in-
formation. that there was something
in the water that ate out the lnner
works so rapidly that meters quit re-
cording after six months’ use.

Wall said it was strong acid. Not
that he is a chemist, but the engineer
stated that it was his private opinion,
judging from the peculiar antics of
the meters. He did, however, send a
sample of the water back to the main-
land for an analysis, Wall announced,
but no report e\er was received . in
return.

“Sure, metters dre the only thinél'
declared Mr. Whitehouse today.
the mainland, after many trials, the
various municipalities are adopting
meters for the measurement of wa-
ter. It is the only way to conserve
the city’s supply and to charge con-
sumers justly, The question is: Are
our stomachs stronger than brass me-
terg? The answer is: Thev are not.
Therefore the solution i8: The brand
of meters is no good, the water is
all right, and all we need is a few
good meters of a better brand.”

The city paid $9.60 each for the 800
meters. Thig cost, added to the cost
of installation, brought the total to
$80,000, There are now approximately
7040 water privileges, Those not me-
tered are charged on a flat-rate basis,

Two |Interpreters Needed to
Proceed With the Trial of
Manuel M. Pavao

“You do selemnly swear that you
will well and truly interpret from
English into the sign language the
questions which shall be put to the
witness, and from the sign language
fnto English the answers which shall
be given by the witness in the case
now upon trial, so help you God?”

‘In the moﬂetuun of  local federal
court officials, the fbregnlng oath this
morning was administered for the first
time in lthnt tribunal, When Assistant
Dlst ct Xttorne} 4., Wesley Thomp-

f ngounced that he would call Ma-

tifental, a deaf mute, as a wit-
neds“ip the trial of Manuel M. Pavao,
charged wita a statutory offense, there
was a prolonged discussion as to who
would be secured as an interpreter.
This obstacle was overcome when the
¢ourt allowed Mrs. Matilda Seabury,
Maria's mother, who was en the wit-
ness stand yesterday, to act in this
capacity,

An attempt was made by the court
to secure as interpreter Miss Mason,
who conducts a school for defectives
in Kalihi. Miss Mason informed the
court that she did not believe she
could qualify. John Dominis, clerk of
the circuit court, was called in but
made little headway in his endeavor
to converse with Marie. In spite of
the objections of Attorney A. D. Lar-
nach, counsel for the defense, who de-
clared that such an action would not
be fair to Pavao, Mrs. Seabury was
sworn as the interpreter: Clerk Au-
gustus E. Murphy administered the
oath in English. The oath was trans-
lated into Portuguese for the benefit
¢f Mrs, Seabury, who in turn trans-
Ilated it in the sign language to Maria.

A few simple guestions were put to
the girl on direct and cross examina-
tion. Some of the answers she wrote
on slips of paper which were handed
the court and jury, while others were
translated into English by her mother.
The method of conversation between
thhe mother and daughter was a mix-
ture of lip movements, waves of the
hands and actions of the arms. In
many instances Mrs. Seabury con-
veyed the girl's answers to the court
and jury through the Portuguese in-
terpreter. .

Indications are that the case will
be hard-fought and cover several days.
